
Tonight is the Lansing Lugnuts’ 30th Opening Day, a Coors Light Thirsty Thursday ($3 domestics, $3 seltzers, $3 soft drinks) 
and a Schedule Poster Giveaway as fans enter the ballpark. This is the first game of the Lugnuts’ 132-game Midwest League 
season and 66-game home schedule

2025 Retrospective: The Lugnuts finished 62-70 overall, going 36-30 in the first half to fplace second behind West Michigan, and finishing 26-40 in the second half.
• Seven Lugnuts made their MLB debuts, with Luis Morales (2024) becoming the 200th Nut to reach the Major Leagues.
• Southpaw Gage Jump became the second player in franchise history (joining Trystan Magnuson) to make his pro debut as the Opening Day starter, whiffed 13 in 6 2/3 
IP of relief on April 25; tossed an immaculate inning at West Michigan on May 7, and is now considered the No. 9 LHP prospect and No. 57 overall prospect in baseball.
• Playing for Fort Wayne in Lansing on April 22, teenager Leo De Vries hit for the cycle and drove in eight runs in Lansing – and then was traded to the Nuts on July 
31 in a four-prospect package for JT Ginn and 2022 Lugnut Mason Miller, becoming the most touted prospect ever to play for the Nuts. De Vries enters 2026 as the 
No. 4 prospect in MiLB.

Milestone Watch: Lansing is 16 wins away from the 2,000th win in Lugnuts history and four players away from 1,000 players all-time.

We Couldn’t Wait: This is the earliest on the calendar that the Lugnuts have ever played. The prior mark was set with April 3 
starts in 2003 and 2008.

The Man in Charge: The 20th manager in Lugnuts history is Javier Godard, a native of Baruta, Venezuela, who played in the 
A’s organization from 2013-2018 before transitioning to coaching in 2019. Godard served as the Lugnuts’ hitting coach in 2021 
and 2022, working with current Major Leaguers Tyler Soderstrom, Lawrence Butler, Max Muncy and Denzel Clarke. The last 
two years, he managed the Single-A Stockton Ports in the California League. Godard’s staff includes the returning Ron Witmeyer 
and Luis Báez, who also served as Lugnuts hitting coaches in 2023. Pitching coach Levi Kelly, a former Kane County Cougar, 
makes his A’s organizational debut.

Welcome Back: The Lugnuts’ roster features 15 returning players, comprising outfielders Rodney Green Jr., Nate Nankil, Pedro 
Pineda; infielders Gunner Gouldsmith, C.J. Pittaro and Casey Yamauchi; catcher Davis Diaz; and pitchers Luis Carrasco, 
Jose Dichochea, Steven Echavarria, Jake Garland, Ryan Magdic, Jack Mahoney, Kyle Robinson and Tzu-Chen Sha. 
Notably, Garland and Yamauchi have appeared for the Lugnuts each of the last three seasons while Dicochea pitched for the 
Nuts in both 2023 and 2024, but not 2025.

Prospecting: Of the Top 30 A’s prospects according to MLB Pipeline’s rankings, the Nuts have No. 8 (Devin Taylor), No. 16 
(Steven Echavaria), No. 19 (Zane Taylor), No. 26 (Nate Nankil) and No. 30 (Bobby Boser) prospects.

Welcome Back to the Mound: The Nuts’ roster includes three pitchers – Ryan Brown, Luis Carrasco, Jackson Finley – who 
missed last year due to injury. Brown last saw action on August 8, 2024; Carrasco last pitched on July 19, 2024; and Finley last 
took the mound on August 27, 2024

Opening Day History: The Nuts are 14-15 all-time on Opening Day and 19-10 all-time in home openers. The last time Lansing 
opened the season against the Dragons, it was on April 5, 2024, a 1-0 Nuts victory at Day Air Ballpark.

Team History: It was on April 3, 1996, that the very first game was ever played at what was then called Oldsmobile Park: a 5-4 
Michigan Wolverines ten-inning victory over the Michigan State Spartans. The Nuts’ first ever game came two days later, April 
5, with a 9-5 ten-inning loss to the Rockford Cubbies. 18-year-old Carlos Beltrán was in that very first Lugnuts starting lineup. 
This summer, on July 27, Beltrán will be inducted into the National Baseball Hall of Fame in Cooperstown, becoming the first 
Lugnut to be enshrined.

Gatorade, Not Gator: Echavarria posted a 0.28 ERA with 80 strikeouts in 50 innings as a senior at 
Millburn High School, allowing only one extra-base hit the whole season. He was named New Jersey’s 
2022-2023 Gatorade High School Baseball Player of the Year and the top prep prospect in the state. 
Initially committed to Oregon, he changed his commitment to the University of Florida as his senior year 
dawned, but then signed with the A’s for $3 million to head into professional baseball – the only New 
Jersey high schooler taken in the 2023 MLB Draft.

Pro Ball: After signing, Echavarria debuted in instructional league ball in 2023. He was slated to pitch in the 2024 Spring Breakout for the A’s against the Giants, but the 
game was canceled due to rain. On May 2, 2024, Game 22 of the Stockton Ports’ season, he made his official professional debut, starting against Visalia and working 
three scoreless innings before allowing two unearned run in the fourth... posted 9.00 ERA in six May starts (20 R/18 ER in 18 IP)... limited opposition to one run or fewer 
in nine of his final 13 starts of the year, including stretch from June 25-August 4 with just 2 ER allowed in 25 2/3 IP... vs. right-handers: .306/.386/.387, 1 HR, 5 GiDP... 
vs. left-handers: .316/.431/.474, 3 HR, 1 GiDP... best inning was the fourth inning: 3-for-26, .115 avg. against... base-stealers were successful in 11 of 13 attempts.
