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TURN AROUND SHUTOUT: The Delmarva Shorebirds rebounded from Thursday's shutout defeat to Lynchburg
with a shutout victory of their own as they blanked the Hillcats 5-0 on Friday night. Alfred Vega led the way on
the mound by tossing 5 shutout innings, retiring the final 11 men he faced en route to his first winning decision
of the season. The offense got it started in the third inning when Angel Tejada doubled home Adam Crampton
from first base to put the 'Birds ahead 1-0. They would then add on three with two outs in the bottom of the
fifth on an RBI single by Samuel Basallo, and a two-run base hit by Creed Willems. Carter Young tacked on one
more run with a run producing hit in the seventh, but the pitching would continue to be the story as Moises
Chace carried on the success of Vega by tossing three shutout innings of his own followed by Luis Sanchez who
put down the side in order in the ninth to complete Delmarva's first shutout victory of the season.

TODAY’S OPPONENT: Wyatt Cheney toes the slab for game five against Lynchburg and he'll face prospect lefty
Parker Messick for the Hillcats. Messic was the second round selection by the Guardians in last July's Draft out
of Florida State and was the 2021 ACC Pitcher of the Year. He's ranked No. 19 by MLB Pipeline in Cleveland's
Farm System and has allowed a grand total of 8 earned runs in 8 starts that have covered 32 innings. He did
allow a season-high 4 earned runs last time out on Sunday across 3 innings versus Salem.

ON THE DOUBLE: The offense has provided extra-base hits regularly this season as they are toEs in the league
in that category with 103 through the first 40 games. Their 68 doubles this year are currently the most in the
league. Samuel Basallo leads the team with 11 two-baggers this season and there are 7 players on the Shore-
birds roster who have 6 or more.

LEADER IN THE CLUBHOUSE: Samuel Basallo has put together an incredibly productive first season in full-
season baseball as the 18 year old catcher is the current Carolina League leader in RBIs with 35. Basallo has
four games this season with 3 RBI and a career-best 4 RBI performance against Fredericksburg on April 18. He is
currently second in the league in hits with 45 just behind Tim Elko (49).

FEELING YOUNG: Carter Young has remained an on-base machine for the Shorebirds as of late. Since May 13,
Young is third in the Carolina League in OBP at .417 as he has 10 hits and 10 walks in that 10 game span.

PRADO AT THE TOP: Elio Prado has had a strong run going at the plate since moving into the leadoff spot in the
order as he is batting 17/52 (.327) over the last 13 games, striking out only four times in that time frame. His
frequency on base has helped him score a team-best 12 runs in that span as he is now the team-leader with
26, good for sixth-most in the Carolina League.

HOT TEJADA: Angel Tejada has been one of the hottest hitters in all the Carolina League over the last two
weeks. Over the last ten games, Tejada is batting .345 (10/29) with 2 doubles, 2 homers, and 7 RBI. The in-
fielder has reach base safely in nine of those ten games and has registered an RBI in four of them.

WILLEMS MAGIC: Creed Willems hit his team-hi%h 8th home run of the season on Wednesday night in eighth
inning to propel the Shorebirds to a 5-3 win. Of the 8 home runs Wlllems has hit this season, 6 of them have
come in the sixth inning or later and 4 of them have either tied the game or give the Shorebirds the lead. Wil-
lem is currently riding a 13 game on-base steak, the longest of any Shorebird player this season.

FIRST GLIMPSE OF THE HILLCATS: The Shorebirds will face the Cleveland Guardians affiliate for the first time in
2023 this week. Delmarva won the season series versus Lynchburg last season going 14-10 against the Hillcats.
It was just of two teams the Shorebirds had a winning record against in 2022 (Down East) as Delmarva finished
season strong winning 9 of the final 12 games over Lynchburg.
