QBANANA SPLIT: A day after the Rochester Red Wings and Buffalo Bisons were postponed due to
inclement weather, the two teams faced off in a seven-inning doubleheader on Friday...Buffalo powered
their way to a 6-2 win in game one, and the Red Wings bounced back with a five-run first inning in game
two en route to a 5-3 win..DH ANDRES CHAPARRO and 3B YOHANDY MORALES homered in back-to-
back at-bats to account for three of Rochester’s five runs in game two...Rochester and Buffalo will meet
for game five of their six-game set this afternoon, with the series knotted at two games apiece...the Red
Wings will send RHP ANDRY LARA to the mound for his third start of the season, against Bisons RHP CJ
