LAST TIME OUT: The Cyclones' 6-game winning streak was snapped in a 6-4 loss at Jersey
Shore on Tuesday night...Brooklyn held a 4-2 lead entering the bottom of the 7th before
SS Bryan Rincon provided the go-ahead grand slam for the BlueClaws...3B Jacob Reimer
picked up 2 hits and drove in a run, while CF Carson Benge reached base 3 times with a
pair of walks and a triple...1B Ronald Hernandez added a multi-hit game and a RBI...SS Jesus
Baez walked in all 4 plate appearances..RHP Brendan Girton tossed 4.1 innings of 2-run
ball, allowing 4 hits and 3 walks, striking out 4..LHP Ryan Ammons punched out 3 over 1.2
innings of perfect relief..RHP Chandler Marsh added 2 K's in 1.2 frames of spotless work out
of the bullpen.

RAIN, RAIN GO AWAY: The Cyclones and BlueClaws were rained out on Wednesday morn-
ing...They will make up the postponed contest with a doubleheader on Thursday..The two
teams will play another twinbill on Saturday to make up for the washed-out affair on Satur-
day, April 26..Wednesday marked the 3rd time the Cyclones had been rained out in 2025...
Brooklyn was washed out 6 times in 2024...Brooklyn split its only doubleheader so far in
2025, losing Game 1 vs. Hudson Valley on April 12, 2-0, and winning Game 2, 2-1..In 2024,
the Cyclones were 2-1-3 in doubleheaders, holding a 7-5 record overall..Thursday will mark
Brooklyn's first doubleheader against Jersey Shore since being swept on June 3, 2023, in
Lakewood...The ‘Clones dropped the opener, 3-2, in 8 innings and the finale, 3-2, in 7 frames.

SWIPER KEEP SWIPING: Brooklyn is off to a historic start on the basepaths in 2025..The
Cyclones' 7-6 win over Wilmington on April 29 saw them nab a franchise record 9 stolen
bases, courtesy of 7 players...The mark topped a previous high of 8 set on August 2, 2017, vs.
Tri-City...Brooklyn continued to wreak havoc on the bases in a May 17 win over Winston-Sa-
lem, during which the Cyclones stole 6 bases courtesy of 3 players...Brooklyn enters play on
Thursday with 90 steals, good for the 2nd most in the South Atlantic League behind only
Aberdeen (110)..The 90 swiped bags are the most by the Cyclones through the team's first
39 games in Minor League Baseball's Digital ERA (2005-present) by 24 swipes...The 2024 club
is 2nd with 66 steals through 39 games...The Cyclones' single-season franchise record is 181
steals set in 2024.

HOW SWEEP IT IS: With Sunday's 7-6 walk-off victory vs. Winston-Salem in 10 innings, the
Cyclones completed their first 6-game sweep since 2022 and their first at home since 2021...
Brooklyn had not completed a 6-game sweep since taking all 6 contests at Jersey Shore
from August 23-28, 2022..The Cyclones outscored the BlueClaws, 53-18, in that series...It
was Brooklyn's first 6-game sweep on Coney Island since July 20-25, 2021, vs. Wilmington...
The 'Clones outscored the 'Rocks, 41-22, in that set...Brooklyn's 6-game winning streak was
snapped Tuesday at Jersey Shore...It was the first time the team had won 6-straight games
since September 3-9, 2022, vs. Wilmington and at Winston-Salem..The Cyclones clinched
the Second Half South Atlantic League North Division crown during that win streak...Addi-
tionally, the Cyclones' 26-13 record through 39 games is tied with the 2009 squad for the
franchise's best through 39 games in Minor League Baseball's Digital Era (2005-present).

CAN EW BELIEVE IT?: IF/OF A.J. Ewing has had a marvelous start to his 2025 season and
was recognized as the South Atlantic League Player of the Week on Monday...In 5 games
vs. Winston-Salem, the 20-year-old went 9-for-18 (.500) at the plate with 5 runs scored,
2 doubles, a triple, 3 RBI, 5 walks, and 6 stolen bases...Ewing led the SAL in steals (6) and
on-base percentage (.609) for the week...He is the first Cyclone to receive a league weekly
honor since INF Nick Lorusso and LHP Felipe De La Cruz took home Player and Pitcher of the
Week, respectively, for May 20-26, 2024...Entering play on Thursday, the Springboro, Ohio
native is tied for 2nd in Minor League Baseball in triples (6), tied for 3rd in stolen bases (28),
4th in batting average (.374), 9th in on-base percentage (.468), and 10th in OPS (1.041)...
Since debuting with Brooklyn on April 29, Ewing leads the league in steals (14) and is 4th
in hitting (.348), tied for 4th in triples (2), tied for 5th in hits (23), 8th in OPS (.957) and on-
base percentage (.427)..The 2023 4th-round pick enters Thursday riding a 23-game on-base
streak since April 18 and an 11-game hitting streak since May 6...During the on-base streak,
Ewing has hit .356/.458/.533/.991 with 18 runs scored, 5 doubles, 4 triples, a home run,
13 RBI, 17 walks, and 21 stolen bases...Over his hitting streak, the left-handed batter has a
.391/.462/.630/1.092 line with 11 runs scored, 4 doubles, 2 triples, a home run, 4 RBI, 6 walks,
and 12 steals.

REIM TIME: INF Jacob Reimer remains scorching hot to start the 2025 season...The former
4th-round pick recorded more RBI (8) in the first 2 games of 2025 than he had in 25 outings
(7) in an injury-plagued 2024...Reimer launched his 7th home run of the season in May 15's
win vs. Winston-Salem...Entering play on Thursday, Reimer is tied for 2nd in Minor League
Baseball in extra-base hits (26), 3rd in slugging percentage (.650) and OPS (1.082), tied for
4th in doubles (16), and 6th in total bases (91)..The former 4th-round pick leads the South
Atlantic League in runs scored (34), batting average (.343), slugging percentage (.650), OPS
(1.082), extra-base hits (26), hits (48), and doubles (16)...Reimer is also 2nd in total bases (91),
tied for 3rd in triples (3) and RBI (31), tied for 6th in home runs (7), and 7th in on-base per-
centage (.432)...Reimer enters Thursday on a 20-game on-base streak since April 24...In that
time, he is hitting .364/.473/.688/1.161 with 21 runs scored, 10 doubles, 5 home runs, 18 RBI,
13 walks, 4 steals, and 3 hit-by-pitches...Reimer is also riding a 9-game hitting streak since
May 8, in which he is 13-for-34 (.382) at the dish with a 1.235 OPS.

ALL ABOUT THE BENGE-AMINS: OF Carson Benge has been heating up at the plate over the
last few weeks...The 2024 first-round pick enters Thursday tied for 3rd in the South Atlantic
League in triples (3), tied for 4th in runs scored (28), 6th in OPS (.937), tied for 6th in hits
(39), 7th in batting average (.310) and slugging percentage (.516), 8th in on-base percentage
(.421), 9th in total bases ?65 , tied for 9th in RBI (25) and extra-base hits (15) and walks (25)...
The 22-year-old is riding a 10-game hitting streak since May 8 at Asheville in which he is
14-for-37 (.378) at the plate with 9 runs scored, 3 doubles, 2 triples, 2 home runs, 14 RBI, 10
walks, and 5 stolen bases...Benge has also reached base safely in 13-straight games since
May 3 vs. Wilmington, hitting .340/.475/.681/1.156 with 12 runs scored, 3 doubles, 2 triples, 3
home runs, 16 RBI, 13 walks, and 6 stolen bases.

BYE, BYE, BAEZ: After recovering from knee surgery, INF Jesus Baez has slowly started to
return to form..The 20-year-old has reached base safely in 13-straight games since May 3 vs.
Wilmington, hitting .295/.436/.409/.845 with 7 runs scored, 2 doubles, a home run, 8 RBI, 3
stolen bases, and 10 walks to 7 strikeouts...Baez also enters Wednesday with a 4-game hitting
streak since May 15 vs. Winston-Salem, going 5-for-13 (.385) at the plate with 2 RBI and 5
walks...On Tuesday, the infielder tied a Cyclones' single-game franchise record, working 4
walks at Jersey Shore...The feat has been accomplished 11 times, most recently by LF Ryan
Clifford on April 21, 2024, at Jersey Shore.

KEEP THE 'COASTER MOVING: The Cyclones have yet to drop a series through the first 38
games of the 2025 season...Through Brooklyn's first 7 series of the year, the Cyclones hold
a 5-0-2 record...In home series, Brooklyn is 3-0-1, splitting their first full 6-game set with

Winston-Salem, Brooklyn hits the road for a 7-game series with
the BlueClaws...Jersey Shore enters the series after dropping
4-of-6 at Wilmington..The BlueClaws are 8-10 at home this
season and dropped 3-of-5 to Brooklyn in Lakewood from
April 22-27...Jersey Shore boasts 8 of the Phillies' Top 30 pros-
pects per MLB Pipeline: INF Devin Saltiban (9), INF Bryan Rin-
con (14), INF Carson DeMartini (15), OF John Spikerman (16),
LHP Mavis Graves (17), RHP Alex McFarlane (18), RHP Micah
Ottenbreit (28), and OF Dylan Campbell (30)...Saltiban and
Spikerman are currently on the injured list..In 116 meetings
since 2022, the Cyclones lead the all-time series, 59-57 (.509)...
Brooklyn is 31-31 (.500) in 62 games at ShoreTown Ballpark.

Hudson Valley from April 8-13..The Cyclones have not lost a series since they dropped 5-of-6
at home vs. Jersey Shore from August 20-25, 2024...Since then, Brooklyn is 7-0-2 in a series
of any length.

WHAT A RELIEF!: Brooklyn's bullpen has been dominant in the 2025 season...Entering play on
Wednesday, Cyclones relievers have a 15-6 record with a 3.47 ERA (70 ER in 181.1 IP), 8 saves,
91 walks, and an eye-popping 243 strikeouts...Brooklyn's relief staff holds the 2nd-best strike-
outs-per-9-innings ratio in Minor League Baseball (12.06), Chicago-NL's Triple-A lowa is first
(12.61)...The Cyclones relievers have also held opponents to a .187 batting average, which is the
lowest in the South Atlantic League and 3rd-lowest in MiLB...Miami's Double-A Pensacola (164)
leads the Minors...On the year, Brooklyn relievers have a 32.40% strikeout rate.

SUPER SUERO: C Chris Suero has been unstoppable in 2025...0n April 17, he delivered the go-
ahead 2-run double in the 9th, in a 7-3 comeback win at Aberdeen...On April 15, the 21-year-
old recorded the 2nd multi-home run game of his career in an 8-7 victory...Suero powered a
2-run blast in the 2nd and added another 2-run shot in the 3rd...The Bronx native homered in
3-straight at-bats dating back to his solo shot in the 6th inning on April 13 vs. Hudson Valley...
Entering play on Thursday, Suero is 2nd in the South Atlantic League in hit-by-pitches (11) and
tied for 6th in stolen bases (15) and home runs (7).

MARCO POLO: IF Marco Vargas has not stopped hitting since joining the Cyclones at the end
of April..The 19-year-old has reached safely in all 16 games played with Brooklyn, and in all 29
contests he has appeared in this year between the Cyclones and Single-A St. Lucie...During the
29-game on-base streak, Vargas is hitting .298/.409/.375/.784 with 23 runs scored, 3 doubles,
a triple, a home run, 16 RBI, 20 walks, and 10 stolen bases.

HOMER HAPPY: Brooklyn's offense erupted in the 2nd inning on May 9 at Asheville...RF Eli
Serrano Ill, DH A.J. Ewing, and CF Carson Benge clubbed back-to-back-to-back home runs
with 1 out in the frame off Asheville's RHP Yeriel Santos...It marked just the 2nd time Brooklyn
had hit 3-straight home runs in Minor League Baseball's Digital Era (2005-present)...2B Luke
Ritter, 1B Joe Genord, and C José Mena first accomplished the feat with back-to-back-to-
back shots in the 6th inning on June 20, 2021, at Wilmington...SS Jesis Baez added a 4th home
run in the frame, marking the first time in MiLB's Digital Era that the Cyclones powered 4 long
balls in a single inning...The feat has been accomplished just 2 other times in MiILB this season...
Miami's Double-A Pensacola accomplished the feat with 4 homers in the 3rd inning on April
26 vs. Knoxville...Chicago-NL's Triple-A lowa blasted 5 home runs in the 7th inning on April 16
vs. St. Paul...Brooklyn enters Thursday ranked 3rd in the South Atlantic League in home runs
(36)...Since 2005, only the 2021 team (40) has hit home runs through the team's first 39 games.

HALL PASS: After an injury-shortened 2024, RHP Noah Hall has returned to form in 2025...Over
his first 8 starts, the Charlotte, N.C. native is 3-2 with a 1.82 ERA (8 ER in 39.2 IP), 42 strikeouts
and only 26 hits allowed...Entering Thursday, Hall is 3rd in the South Atlantic League in ERA
(1.82), 5th in batting average against (.183), tied for 6th in innings pitched (39.2), and tied for
7th in double plays induced (3)..Hall's 44.8% infield fly ball rate is 1st in the league and his
55.6% groundball rate is 2nd...The University of South Carolina product became not only the 1st
player in franchise history to start on consecutive Opening Days, but the 1st player in franchise
history to start multiple Opening Days.

SIR SERRANO: OF Eli Serrano Ill put together his best game as a professional in April 24's
win at Jersey Shore...The 21-year-old went 5-for-6 at the plate, scored 3 runs, doubled twice,
blasted a solo home run in the 8th, and drove in 3...Since 2005, Serrano was the 1st Cyclone to
record 5+ hits, 3+ runs, 3+ extra-base hits, a home run, and 3+ RBI in a single game...He is only
the 2nd Brooklyn player to record 5-or-more hits, hit a home run, and drive in 3-or-more runs
in a single game since 2005...2B Luke Ritter also accomplished the feat with 5 hits, a home
run, and 3 RBI in a 5-4 win vs. Lowell in 11 innings on June 28, 2019...Ritter's home run was a
game-tying blast in the 9th...Serrano is also the 2nd Cyclone to tally a 5-hit game at the High-A
level and 9th overall since 2005...LF Alex Ramirez was the last player to accomplish the feat
with a franchise-record 6 hits on July 21, 2023, at Hudson Valley....Entering Thursday, Serrano is
tied for 3rd in the South Atlantic League in doubles (10) and tied for 4th in extra-base hits (16).

THIS DATE IN CYCLONES HISTORY: On May 22, 2022, the Cyclones swept a doubleheader
from Hudson Valley on Coney Island...SS Shervyen Newton, 3B José Peroza, and CF Jaylen
Palmer all homered, as Brooklyn won Game 1, 5-4..Newton and Palmer would homer again in
the nightcap, winning Game 2, 3-1...In 2024, RHP Kade Morris struck out 7 over 6.0 innings of
1-run ball, earning his first High-A victory in a 3-1 win vs. Hudson Valley.

AMAZIN' STARTS HERE: Brooklyn’s roster features no shortage of talent..According to MLB
Pipeline, the Cyclones boast 11 of the Mets' Top 30 prospects..Those include OF Carson
Benge (3), INF Jesus Baez (7), LHP J han S i INF B Baro (13), INF Marco
Vargas (14), RHP Nate Dohm (18), INF Jacob Reimer (20), C Chris Suero (21), OF Eli Serrano
11l (22) and C Ronald Hernandez (26), and OF A.J. Ewing (27)..0f those 11, 5 have previous
experience playing in Brooklyn..The Cyclones also possess 10 of the Mets' Top 30 farmhands
per Baseball America..The list features Baez (3), Benge (7), Baro (15), Santucci (16), Vargas
(17), Suero (20), Reimer (21), Dohm (23), Ewing (24), and RHP Raimon Gémez (26)...Brooklyn
also hosts 11 of SNY's Top 30 from Joe DeMayo...Benge (5), Baez (6), Baro (13), Santucci (15),
Vargas (17), Dohm (20), Reimer (21), Serrano (22), Suero (25), Hernandez (26), and Gomez (28).

2025: Broke camp with Brooklyn...Registered a no-decision in his professional debut on 4/8 vs. HV (4.1 IP, 3 H, 2 R, 2 ER, 1 BB, 4 K)...Earned the 1st victory
of his pro career piggybacking off Major League rehabber RHP Paul Blackburn on 4/19 @ABD (4.0 IP, 3 H, 2 R, 2 ER, 3 BB, 4 K)...Struck out a career-high
9 over a career-long 5.0 innings to earn the win on 4/25 @JS (5.0 IP, 3 H, R, ER, BB, 9 K)...Picked up the win piggybacking off of Blackburn again on 5/2 vs.
WIL (4.1 1P, 2 H, 3 BB, 4 K)...Tossed a career-long 6.0 innings, earning the victory, on 5/14 vWS (6.0 IP, 2 H, R, ER, 3 BB, 7 K).

LEAGUE LEADERS: Gordon enters Wednesday's matchup scattered among the South Atlantic League leaderboard...The 3-year-old is currently tied for 2nd
in the SAL in wins (4), 7th in batting average against (.198), and 8th in ERA (2.56).

DUCK TALES: Gordon spent his four-year collegiate career at the University of Oregon...As a junior in 2024, the Santa Clarita, Calif. native accumulated a
7-6 record with a 5.13 ERA (54 ER in 94.2 IP), 46 walks, and 87 strikeouts in 17 starts for the Ducks...Gordon was named All-PAC 12 Honorable
Mention...Recognized on the University's Dean's List in the Winter of 2023...Served as Oregon's Opening Day starter in 2024...Was the Game 1 starter in
every regular-season series, as well as the Santa Barbara Regional and the Bryan-College Station Super Regional...Led the PAC-12 in games started
(17)...Also ranked 2nd in innings pitched (94.2), tied for 3rd in wins (7), and 8th in strikeouts (87)...Gordon was initially recruited to Eugene as a two-way
player.

ON THE MEND: The 23-year-old returned to the bump for the Ducks in 2024 after missing and redshirting the entire 2023 season due to a UCL injury that
required internal brace surgery to correct...Despite missing an entire campaign, Gordon still finished his career at Oregon tied for 10th in program history in
games started (28)...Finished his college career with a 14-9 record, a 5.22 ERA (106 ER in 182.2 IP), 1 save, 89 walks, and 155 strikeouts in 51
appearances (28 starts).

SUMMER FUN: Following his freshman season at Oregon, Gordon spent his summer of 2021 pitching for the Bend (Ore.) Elks of the West Coast
League...In four starts, the right-hander posted a 2-1 record with a 3.97 ERA (10 ER in 22.2 IP), 7 walks, and 29 strikeouts...Gordon was teammates with a
pair of former Cyclones that summer, spending time on the pitching staff with LHP Eli Ankeney (2023) and RHP Kade Morris (2024).

BOTH WAYS: Gordon finished his high school career at West Ranch High School in Stevenson Ranch, Calif., before attending the University of
Oregon...The 23-year-old spent his sophomore and junior seasons at Notre Dame High School...Was a freshman when Cincinnati Reds RHP Hunter
Greene was a senior...During his time in high school, the right-handed pitcher also served as a gifted outfielder, hitting .414 (12-for-29) with a home run, 4
RBI, and 1.204 OPS in a COVID-shortened senior season...In high school, Gordon faced off as a hitter against 2024 National League Rookie of the Year and
Pittsburgh Pirates RHP Paul Skenes, who attended El Toro High School (Lake Forest, Calif.), registering a double.

FORE!: R.J. is far from the only athlete in the Gordon family...R.J.'s father, Jason, is an accomplished professional golfer who has played on the Canadian
PGA Tour, the PGA Tour, and the Nationwide Tour.
