Last Time Out: The Binghamton Rumble Ponies defeated the Somerset Patriots, 
9-8, holding off the visitor’s ninth-inning rally for their first win of the 2023 season. 
The Ponies scored all nine of their runs in the middle three innings, with three runs 
in each frame. JT Schwartz  drove in three runs and five other hitters drove in a run. 
Binghamton’s nine runs were a season-high and the Ponies tallied seven hits.

Double Trouble: JT Schwartz smoked a two-run double the opposite way on 
Wednesday night to start the scoring for Binghamton. He finished the game 2-for-4 
with three runs batted in. Schwartz has four hits, three doubles, and six runs batted 
in over the past three games. 

Rudick Rakes: Outfielder Matt Rudick has upped his average to .385 through four 
games. He is 5-for-13 with three XBH, two HR, six RBIs, and two walks. He has a .500 
OBP, .923 SLG, and 1.423 OPS in the early stages of 2023. Rudick went 1-for-2 with 
two walks and a run scored in the home opener against Somerset on Tuesday.

Mateo Magic: Shortstop Mateo Gil picked up his first Double-A hit and RBI on 
Tuesday night with an RBI double in the eighth inning, as part of a three-run frame 
for the Ponies. Gil’s father, Benji Gil, is a former major leaguer who managed Team 
Mexico in the 2023 World Baseball Classic. He is currently the Infield Coach for the 
Los Angeles Angels.

Familiar with Warren: The Somerset Patriots send right-hander Will Warren to 
the mound on Thursday night for his second start of the season. The Ponies faced 
Warren on three separate occasions last season. Warren went 0-2 with a 5.79 ERA 
against the Ponies, and Binghamton won all three games. He tossed 14 innings, 
allowed two home runs and struckout eight batters.

Upcoming Schedule: Binghamton will host Somerset three more times this week. 
Friday’s game will begin at 6:05 pm, and Saturday and Sunday’s games will start at 
1:05 pm. On Saturday, the Rumble Ponies will commemorate Jackie Robinson Day. 
Fans at Mirabito Stadium will also receive a special Francisco Álvarez bobblehead. 
All Rumble Ponies games are broadcast live on News Radio 1290 WNBF and 92.1 FM, 
as well as on the WNBF App, and streamed on the Bally Live App for free.

Reid Brignac -  Manager - 2nd season with Binghamton - 4th year in the Mets organization.
In 2022, Brignac led a team that saw five players make their major league debut with the Mets after starting the season 
with the Rumble Ponies (Francisco Álvarez, Brett Baty, Jose Butto, Nate Fisher, and Bryce Montes de Oca), tied for the 
second-most in franchise history. This past fall, Brignac was one of two Mets staff members selected to be a part of the 
Arizona Fall League coaching staff, serving as the manager of the Peoria Javelinas. Following his retirement as an active 
player in 2018, Brignac was the manager of the St. Lucie Mets (Low-A) in 2021 before coming to Binghamton last year. As 
a player, Brignac appeared in parts of nine seasons in the major leagues with the Tampa Bay Rays, Colorado Rockies, At-
lanta Braves, Philadelphia Phillies, New York Yankees, and Miami Marlins.
