PROBABLE STARTERS

TOP OF THE HEAP: The Somerset Patriots enter today leading all 
120 MiLB teams with a .503 SLG (RIC is 2nd with .483), while ranking 
among the nation's leaders with 49 HR (3rd), an .857 OPS (4th) and 
.279 AVG (7th). 
BRIDGEWATER BOMBERS: The Somerset Patriots lead all 
Double-A teams with 49 HR this season, which ranks 3rd in MiLB. 
Somerset has smashed multiple homers in eight straight games and 
12 of its last 14. Over this 14-game stretch, the Patriots have hit 33 
home runs with 60.7% of their runs in that span scoring on homers. 
HOME RUN HISTORY: Somerset's 18 home runs vs. Portland during 
last week's seven-game series are their most ever in a series since 
becoming the Yankees' Double-A affiliate (2nd most: 15 HR, 6/28-7/3 
@BOW). The 18 HR in the series are the most in a single series this 
season by any Double A team. The Patriots' 49 home runs through 
the first 27 games this season are the most by a Double-A team in 
the stat portal era (since at least 2005). With 111 games remaining 
in the season, the Patriots are currently on pace to hit 250 home 
runs, which would break the franchise record of 205 in 2022.
SOMERSET SLUGFEST: In the Patriots' record-breaking 18-home 
runs series vs. Portland, four different Patriots hit 3+ home runs, 
including Garrett Martin (4), Tyler Hardman (4), Marco Luciano (4) and 
Jace Avina (3). With Coby Morales' two home runs during the series, 
the Patriots' roster now includes five players with 7+ home runs. The 
37 combined home runs between those five players are more than 
every Eastern League team as a whole, except for Reading (39).
WINS OF CHANGE: The Patriots' 2-1 win over Portland on Tuesday 
4/28 was the their only win of the year when scoring fewer than 
seven runs. In the the team's 12 wins this season, they're averaging 
9.6 R/G. In 15 losses, they are averaging 3.3 R/G.
ACTION JACKSON: After his fourth multi-hit game of the season, 
Jackson Castillo has hit safely in all nine games he's played this 
season, going 15-for-33 (.455 AVG) with 1 HR, 3 XBH, 7 RBI and 5 BB.
HARDMAN'S HAMMER: Tyler Hardman enters today having 
homered in three straight games for the second time in his career. 
Hardman's seventh homer of the season on Sunday extended his 
season-high hit streak to six games. During the streak, Hardman is 
11-for-22 (.500 AVG) with 4 HR, 10 RBI and 3 BB. During Somerset's 
series vs. Portland, Hardman raised his batting average from .213 to 
.279 and raised his OPS from .747 to .954.
MARCO POLO: Marco Luciano smashed his eighth home run of the 
season on Sunday, tying for the team lead. Luciano now leads all 
Yankees minor leaguers with a .648 SLG and 1.034 OPS.
EARLY BIRD GETS THE WIN: Tyler Hardman's first inning grand 
slam on Friday was Somerset's 10th first inning home run of the 
season, leading all Double-A teams and ranking 2nd in all of baseball 
(SUG-HOU-AAA, 11). Hardman's grand slam was also the Patriots' 
third of the season, after not hitting one at all in 2025.

JAMES COOPER: Manager (1st year)
James Cooper enters his first season as manager of the Somerset Patriots, his fifth overall year in the Yankees organization and his fourth consecutive as a minor league manager. He spent the 2025 
season as the manager of the High-A Hudson Valley Renegades, after serving as manager of the Single-A Tampa Tarpons in 2024 and beginning his minor league managerial career with the FCL 
Yankees in 2023. Under Cooper’s leadership in 2025, Hudson Valley finished with a franchise-record 79 wins (79-50), being eliminated from playoff contention on the final day of the regular season. 
During the season, the Renegades finished second in AVG (.235), H (970), OBP (.336), SLG (.363), OPS (.699), third in R (598) and HR (547). In 2024 at the helm for Tampa, the Tarpons led the FSL in 
SB, while ranking second in AVG, H and 2B, and fourth in OPS. During Cooper’s first assignment with the Yankees organization in 2022, he served as defensive coach for the FCL Yankees, where he 
helped the team with the 2022 FCL Championship. The following season, Cooper made his managerial debut with the FCL Yankees and was named the Florida Complex League Manager of the Year in 
2023, when his team led the FCL in runs, hits, triples, RBIs, AVG, OBP, SLG and OPS.

MIKE FRANSOSO: Hitting Coach (2nd year)
Mike Fransoso enters his second season as a coach in Somerset and within the Yankees organization. Under Fransoso’s leadership during the 2025 season, the Patriots’ offense ranked among the 
Eastern League leaders with 129 HR (2nd), a .691 OPS (4th) and 600 R (5th). Fransoso played for the Somerset Patriots (2018-2019) during the team’s run as an independent team and also the Pitts-
burgh Pirates organization (2013-2015). He previously coached in the Seattle Mariners organization (2021-2024), serving as the hitting coach and interim manager for the Double-A Arkansas Travelers 
in 2024, when he helped manage the team to a Southern League Championship.

DEMETRE KOKORIS: Pitching  Coach (1st year)
Demetre Kokoris enters his first season in Somerset and second with the Yankees. He served as the pitching coach in Hudson Valley in 2025 and guided the team to a league-best 2.82 ERA and 20 
shutouts. Prior to joining the Yankees, Kokoris, coached in the Texas Rangers (2022-2024) and Toronto Blue Jays (2019-2021) organizations. He spent the 2023 and 2024 seasons as the bullpen coach 
for the Triple-A Round Rock Express, and was the pitching coach for the Single-A Down East Wood Ducks in 2022. Prior to joining the Rangers, he was the pitching coach for the Short-Season Class-A 
Vancouver Canadians (2019-20) and was a rehab pitching coach (2021) with the Blue Jays. Before entering the professional coaching ranks, Kokoris was a college pitching coach at Chemeketa 
Community College, Point Loma Nazarene University, and Santa Barbara City College. He has also served as the pitching coach for the Greek National Team since 2021.

UZIEL VILORIA: Defensive Coach (1st year)
Uziel Viloria enters his second consecutive season as a defensive coach in Somerset and his second season with the Yankees organization. Under his leadership in 2025, the Patriots posted a fran-
chise record .983 fielding percentage.Viloria began his coaching career in 2024 as a coach in the Phillies organization. During his playing career, Viloria signed with the Phillies as an international free 
agent in 2019 and went on to play 112 games in four seasons as an infielder in the organization (2019-2023), reaching High-A Jersey Shore in 2022 and 2023.

During his final season playing in 2024, Hamilton saw time in 39 games for the 
Rocket City Trash Pandas, the Double-A affiliate of the Los Angeles Angels. He was drafted by Minnesota in the 23rd round of the 2016 MLB Draft out of Oregon State University, where he was an 
All-Pac-12 performer for the Beavers. Despite not catching in college, Hamilton made 323 of his 574 professional appearances as a catcher, and he played at least one game at all nine positions.

Broke camp with High-A Hudson Valley, where he spent all but one game during his first professional season. Sellers made one spot appearance in relief for Triple-A Scranton/Wilkes-Barre 

on 5/24, earning the win after he allowed two earned runs in 1.2 innings pitched. Sellers’ first 21 High-A appearances of the season came in relief, when he posted a 7-2 record and 3.33 

ERA with 29 BB and 56 K over 46.0 IP. On 7/14, Sellers transitioned to become a starting pitcher, starting nine of his final 10 appearances to end the regular season. Over these last 10 

appearances, he allowed only 2 ER over 36.0 IP with 8 BB and 42 K, equating to a 0.50 ERA, 0.50 WHIP and .088 BAA. Sellers was named the South Atlantic League Pitcher of the Month 

for July, when he led all qualified full-season MiLB pitchers in ERA (0.00), BAA (.067) and WHIP (0.41) over six appearances (three starts), totaling 4 BB and 24 K in 19.1 IP (36.9 K%, 6.2 

BB%). During July, Sellers had a stretch of four appearances from 7/11-7/30 where he retired 35 consecutive batters over 12.0 IP with 16 K. He started Hudson Valley’s first playoff game 

vs. Greensboro with 4.0 IP, 1 H, 0 R and 1 BB. He also started the Renegades’ final game of the season on 9/18 vs. Bowling Green, taking the loss in the winner-take-all Game 3 of the 

South Atlantic League Championship Series with 2 ER allowed over a career-high 5.0 IP.

Pitched at four different colleges in five years, including Washington State University (2019), Columbia Basin College (2020), Lewis & Clark State (2021-22) and Oregon State University
