JACKSONVILLE SALVAGES SERIES WITH ROCHESTER
Both Nathan Martorella and Johnny Olmstead homered
on Sunday as the Jacksonville Jumbo Shrimp salvaged their
three-game series with a 4-3 win over the Rochester Red
Wings. Jacksonville got on the board in the second on a
bases-loaded walk from Andrew Pintar. Martorella's two-
run bomb came in the third. Rochester finally got on the
board in the fifth on Christian Franklin's RBI single only for
Olmstead to go deep in the sixth, making it 4-1. A Robert
Hassell Il RBI base knock drew the Red Wings closer in the
seventh. Yohandy Morales' pinch-hit RBI single in the ninth
made it 4-3, but Rochester could get no closer.

TO INFINITY AND BEYOND

Jacksonwville's first-ever meeting against a Pacific Coast
League team came in last year's 2025 Triple-A National
Championship, an 8-7 win over Las Vegas. On Tuesday at
VyStar Ballpark, the Jumbo Shrimp will meet the Sugar
Land Space Cowboys, winners of the 2024 Triple-A National
Champions. Sugar Land features four former Jacksonville
players on their roster: infielder Jack Winkler, who went
3-for-4 with a double and a homer for the Shrimp in

last year's Triple-A National Championship, as well as
right-handers Jason Alexander, Anthony Maldonado and
Christian Roa, who tossed 1.1 shutout innings in that game.

RISP-Y BUSINESS

Jacksonville has mustered 14 runs thus far through three
games while leaving a whopping 23 runners on base. The
Jumbo Shrimp are just 5-for-27 in the early going with
runners in scoring position, posting a .185/.333/.333/.666
batting line in those situations. That said, that line is actually
an improvement on how the club is hitting with the bases
empty at .185/.313/.429/.544.

FORMULA ONE

With a 29-14 (.674) record in one-run games in 2025,
Jacksonville tied with Indianapolis for the most one-run
victories in all of Minor League Baseball. The 29 one-run
triumphs were the most for a Jacksonville club since 2014,
when the Jacksonville Suns went 35-17 (.673) in one-run
triumphs. In 2025, the Jumbo Shrimp went 58-34 (.630)

in games decided by three runs or fewer, meaning 65.2
percent of their 89 victories came by those slim margins.

START OF SOMETHING NEW

Through three games in 2026, Jacksonville's starting pitching
has been elite. Jumbo Shrimp lid-lifters have just two runs
on four hits in 12.2 innings for a 1.42 ERA, which ranks
fourth in Triple-A. In addition to yielding the fewest hits of
any starting rotation thus far in 2026, Jacksonville starters'
.093 batting average against also leads Triple-A. While the
club's starting pitching has excelled, the Jumbo Shrimp
bullpen has struggled thus far, ceding 15 runs, 14 earned, on
18 hits (.300 BAA) in 14.1 innings for an 8.79 ERA.

MEN OF STEAL

In 2024, the Jumbo Shrimp mustered only 86 stolen bases,
29th in Triple-A and 119th out of the 120 MiLB teams.
Jacksonville was not much better in the 2023 (124 steals,
20th in Triple-A) nor 2022 (114, 23rd in Triple-A) campaigns.
In 2025, the Jumbo Shrimp swiped a franchise-record

305 bags, second-most in Triple-A and sixth-best in MiLB.
Jacksonville, which had not finished in the top five at their
level in stolen bases since at least 2005, had more games
with multiple stolen bases (84) in 2025 than games with
either one steal (32) or no steals (34) combined.

RECORDS ARE MADE TO BE BROKEN

Jacksonville set franchise-records in 2025 in stolen bases
(305) and pitching strikeouts (1,344). The club also neared
a pair of other records; The Jumbo Shrimp used a whopping
90 players last season, matching the club record set in
2024. Of those 90 players, 49 were pitchers, just two away
from tying another club record set in 2024. Jacksonville
logged 35 different starting pitchers, smashing the previous
record of 28 set in 2024. At VyStar Ballpark, the club's 44
home victories in 2025 were their most at home since 2010
(also 44), while their 45 road triumphs were their most in
recorded club history (since at least 2005).

SHRIMP BITES

Jumbo Shrimp alumni Deyvison De Los Santos and Matt
Pushard each made their major league debuts on Sunday.
De Los Santos went 1-for-2 with a double in Miami's 4-3
victory over Colorado while Pushard tossed 1.0 inning in St.
Louis' 11-7 defeat to Tampa Bay... Ryan Gusto, who is slated
to start Tuesday's game against Sugar Land, pitched in 29
contests for the Space Cowboys in 2024.
