RIDERS WIN THRILLER IN 12 INNINGS:

After trailing 2-0 into the bottom of the ninth inning, the Frisco RoughRiders came back to beat the Arkansas Travelers 7-6 in 12
innings on a walk-off single from Orlando Martinez on Tuesday afternoon at Riders Field. Both teams were bolstered by excellent
starting pitching early on. The game’s first run was not scored until the sixth inning, when Arkansas (39-24) scurried home on a wild
pitch by Frisco (35-27) starter Aidan Curry. Curry set a career high with 6.1 innings pitched, surrendering just two runs and striking
out eight, the most he’s had in his first four Double-A starts. Down to its final two outs in the ninth inning, Frisco finally found the
scoreboard when Rafe Perich blasted a game-tying two-run home run. His 16th homer of the season sent the game to extra innings.
Both teams scored twice in the 10th, with Frisco getting a game-tying two-RBI single off the bat of Marcus Lee Sang. They matched
each other with one run apiece in the 11th, Frisco’s coming on a Perich RBI single. Then, after Janser Lara (2-0) allowed an unearned

run in the top of the 12th, Dylan Dreiling drove in Corey Joyce to tie the game against Brock Moore (1-2) and Martinez won it with a
base hit up the middle.

RIDERS ON THE VERGE:

With just 5 games remaining in the first half of play, Frisco’s magic number to clinch is 3. The Riders have made the playoffs 10 times,
most recently in 2024, with two championships in 2004 and 2022. The Riders have won the first half 8 times, most recently in 2024.
Frisco can clinch tonight with two wins in their doubleheader and a Midland win over Amarillo.

12-INNING MADNESS:
For the first time in franchise history, the Riders have played back-to-back 12-inning games on Sunday in San Antonio and Tuesday in
Frisco, going 1-1 in the games. Since 2018, when the extra-innings rule with an automatic runner at second was instituted, the Riders

have played just 6 12-inning games with a third of them in the last two games. The last time the Riders played 13 innings or more
was 2017.

LORD, | WAS BORN A TRAVELERS MAN:
The Riders took the series from Arkansas in June 3-2 and will play a make-up game on Wednesday as part of a doubleheader, begin-

ning at 5:05 p.m. In the series in North Little Rock, the Riders outscored the Travs 21-19, holding Arkansas to a .191/.286/.298/.584
slashline.

THE ‘PEN IS MIGHTIER THAN THE SWORD:
Frisco’s bullpen has been great lately and is now 3rd in Double-A with a 3.85 ERA and 1st in the Texas League. Over the last 18 games,
the Riders have the best bullpen ERA in the Texas League (3.04). Last week in San Antonio, Frisco threw 24.2 innings from the arm

barn, allowing just eight runs (2.92ERA). In the last 7 games, the starters have also dominated, going 3-0 with a 2.17 ERA, the third-
best ERA in Double-A.

RAFE AT HOME:

Riders infielder Rafe Perich has had an incredibly clutch introduction to his new team, homering 5 times in his first 16 games with
the RoughRiders. All of his 5 home runs have either tied the game or gave the RoughRiders the lead, including a game-tying home
run in the 9th and a walk-off home run in the 9th. His 16 total home runs this year lead the Rangers organization. Between High-A
Hub City and Frisco, he won May Texas Rangers Player of the Month, hitting .327/.427/.714/1.141 with 11 home runs and 32 RBIs.

ONE-RUN MADNESS LATE:

The RoughRiders are just 9-12 in one-run games this year. Out of the 12 one-run loses, the RoughRiders scored at least one run in the
final inning to make it a one-run loss in 6 different games this season, just coming up short. Only 3 of the 12 losses featured a blown
lead from the Frisco bullpen. The Riders have been the best run-scoring offense in the 7th inning or later in Double-A (146 runs) and
the 2nd-best team in Double-A in ERA in the 7th inning or later (3.48).

GIMME THAT OFFENSE EARLY AND OFTEN:

Frisco’s 53 runs in the first inning this year are 5th in the minors, hitting .285 (70-for-246) in the first with 12 home runs. Dylan Dreil-
ing is tied for 2nd in the league with 15 hits in the 1st inning (.333 avg) and has hit 3 home runs in the 1st. They have scored in the
first inning in 25 games and have scored multiple runs in the first inning in 13 games this season. When scoring 7 or fewer runs, the

Riders are 15-26 (including a combined 7-10 record when scoring 6 or 7 runs) and 20-1 when scoring 8 or more. Frisco is also 14-16 in
1 or 2-run games.

YOU WANT THE HITS, WE GOT UM:

Through 62 games the RoughRiders are 2nd in the Texas League with 552 hits. They are second in the league in batting average
(.263) and 2nd in runs (389, 6.3 runs per game). The RoughRiders have not led the Texas League in batting average since 2014. Frisco
has scored 7 or more runs in 44 percent of their games (27-of-62). The Riders are 5th in the Texas League in homers (77), 1st in dou-
bles (111), 3rd in SLG (.433) and 2nd in OPS (.795).
