HILLCATS TAKE FINALE: The Delmarva Shorebirds were narrowly defeated in the final game their series at
home against Lynchburg as the Hillcats edged Delmarva with a 2-1 win on Sunday. After quickly jumping out
to the lead with an RBI double by Carter Young, Deivy Cruz delivered his best start of the season by tossing
five shutout frames allowing just one hit and one run during his time on the mound. The Hillcats pitching was
just as effective led by Yorman Gomez who struck out a season-high 8 batters in 5.2 innings, bouncing back
after going just 0.2 innings in the series opener. Lynchburg then used a pair of sacrifice flies in the seventh and
1t:eiighlthl:’inning by Wuilfredo Antunez and Maick Collado respectively to take the lead 2-1, holding on take the
nale by one.

TODAY’S OPPONENT: The Shorebirds begin what will be a seven game series against the Fred Nats with a dou-
bleheader on Tuesday as the two teams pick up a suspended game from April 22. Bradley Brehmer will begin
on the mound for game one with Edgar Portes slated to get the started the second game. Brad Lord take the
mound for the Nationals in game one and he was the starting pitcher for the first two innings of the game that
was suspended and allowed two runs on four hits before the rain. Southpaw Jake Bennett will get the start

in game two and the second round pick from Oklahoma has been the ace of the Fredericksburg pitching staff
through the first two months of the season as he owns an era of 1.98 in 8 starts that have covered 36.1 innings.

ON THE DOUBLE: The offense has provided extra-base hits regularly this season as they are toEs in the league
in that category with 105 through the first 42 games. Their 70 doubles this year are currently the most in the
league. Samuel Basallo leads the team with 11 two-baggers this season and there are 7 players on the Shore-
birds roster who have 6 or more.

LEADER IN THE CLUBHOUSE: Samuel Basallo has put together an incredibly productive first season in full-
season baseball as the 18 year old catcher is the current Carolina League leader in RBIs with 37. Basallo has
four games this season with 3 RBI and a career-best 4 RBI performance against Fredericksburg on April 18. He is
currently second in the league in hits with 46 just behind Tim Elko (51).

PRADO AT THE TOP: Elio Prado has had a stron% run going at the Elate since moving into the leadoff spot in
the order as he is batting 19/57 (.333) over the [ast 14 games, striking out only six times in that time frame.

Nats. In the first series, Delmarva won four of the five matchups with offense score 48 runs in the five game
combined, scoring six or more in every game.
