E-TRAIN GET EVEN

The E-Train earned a 12-3 win last night. Round
Rock plated four runs on three hits in the first.
With two outs, DH Blaine Crim homered to put
the Express on the board. RF Kellen Strahm
singled and LF Trevor Hauver walked which set
up CF Michael Helman’s three-run round-tripper
to give the E-Train a 4-0 lead. After trading three
scoreless frames, the Chihuahuas cut the deficit to
one in the top of the fifth. 3B Mike Brosseau was
hit by a pitch, CF Forrest Wall singled and C Cody
Roberts got aboard with a bunt to roll the order. El
Paso's leadoff-man SS Clay Dungan hit a three-run
double to make it 4-3. The Express scratched three
runs across in the bottom of the sixth. C Tucker
Barnhart was hit by a pitch with the bases loaded
then 3B Alan Trejo drove two runners in with a
single up the middle. Round Rock led 7-3 after six.
Express LF Trevor Hauver led off the eighth with a
double and later scored on a RHP Raul Brito wild
pitch. Round Rock loaded the bases and 2B Cody
Freeman blasted the club’s first grand slam of the
year sending the Express to a 12-3 victory.

LHP Ty Blach is slated to make his seventh start of
the year on Friday. Blach threw 3.2 innings allowing
nine runs (six earned) on nine hits while striking out
three batters in his last outing at Salt Lake on June
7. The lefty had not allowed more than three runs in
any of his four previous starts. He owns a 4.34 ERA
(14 ER/29.0 IP) with 23 strikeouts and nine walks.

LOOKING FOR THREE STRAIGHT

The E-Train are looking for their first three-game
winning streak since they won five consecutive
games from April 19-24. They have won back-to-
back games five times since that win streak. They
have not been at the .500 mark since May 8 (18-18).

OFFENSE KEEPS SURGING

INF Blaine Crim and OF Michael Helman each
homered in the first frame. The E-Train had not
recorded multiple homers in the first inning since
Crim and OF Elier Hernandez did it on September
19,2023 in Tacoma. Round Rock leads the PCL with
18 homers and 80 runs since June 1. They lead all of
Triple-A in runs scored since May 23.

2B Cody Freeman extended his hitting streak to
13 consecutive games with Round Rock’s first
grand slam of the year last night. Freeman’s 13-
game streak is the second-longest active streak
in Triple-A. He owns a 16-game on-base streak.
He is slashing .383/.413/.700 with four doubles,
five home runs and 16 RBI in the hitting streak that
dates back to May 27.
