•	 TEEN TITANS: The top of Augusta's order has led the way this season, 
with five players age 19 or younger emerging as the team's key contrib-
utors. John Gil, Owen Carey, Nick Montgomery, Eric Hartman, and Isaiah 
Drake have all shown out despite their relative youth.

•	 RANK 'EM: Three players from MLB Pipeline's Top 30 Braves Prospects 
are currently on Augusta's roster, down from five on Opening Day. The high-
est regarded is #1 prospect LHP Cam Caminiti, who was added to the roster 
last week, along with SS John Gil (#12) & C Nick Montgomery (#22).

•	 somebody get some bubble wrap: The GreenJackets cur-
rently have eight players on their IL, five of whom were injured in the first 
nine games of the year. Nick Montgomery missed a handful of games last 
homestand, and Eric Hartman was put on the IL two weeks ago.

•	 Thrill of the Chase: With 6 games to play in the 1st half, the Jack-
ets are currently a game out of first in the Carolina League's South Division. 
Augusta is looking for its 1st playoff berth since 2019, when they were still 
in the South Atlantic League and a member of the Giants' organization.

•	 Stranded: Augusta was 9-64 with runners in scoring position last 
week, and left on 42 in 47 inings. The Jackets are 8-31 in the series this 
week, showing notable improvements.

•	 CHUCKIN': The GreenJackets currently lead the Carolina League in ERA, 
and have held opponents to 3 runs or fewer in 28 of 58 games. With four 
starting pitchers already promoted this month, the depth will be tested this 
month.

•	 Next time out: First rounder Cam Caminiti makes his first career road 
start, taking on Jose Urbina who has dazzled at home this year.
