UPCOMING OPPONENTS & PROBABLE PITCHING

LAST TIME OUT: Brooklyn had its way with Aberdeen, yet again, on Wednesday, 
securing their largest comeback victory of the season in a 6-4 win...Through 3 in-
nings, Aberdeen led 4-0, before the Cyclones went on to rattle off 6 unanswered 
runs, thanks to 4 runs in the 4th and 2 more in the 7th...The win marks Brooklyn's 
9th straight home victory... Brooklyn relievers combined for six innings of one-hit 
ball. RHP Cristofer Gómez dazzled in his High-A debut, while also giving Brooklyn 
great length...Gomez struck out six and allowed just 1 hit over 3.0-plus scoreless 
frames. RHPs Saúl García and Raimon Gómez took it the rest of the way, earning 
the win and save, respectively...All told, Brooklyn arms struck out a combined 16 
IronBird batters.

REHAB REPORT: The Cyclones have a pair of rehabbers on their current roster...
RHP Frankie Montas is scheduled to make his 2nd Major League rehab start on 
Thursday night vs. Aberdeen on SNY...The 32-year-old is currently on New York's 
60-day injured list with a right lat strain...Montas made his 1st start on Saturday at 
Jersey Shore, allowing 2 runs on 2 hits, walking 2 and striking out 1, over 1.1 innings 
and 37 pitches...The Dominican native signed a 2-year, $34 million deal with the 
Mets in December.

THE NUMBER ONE SPOT: The Cyclones are mired in a 3-team race for the South 
Atlantic League First Half North Division crown...Entering play on Thursday, Brook-
lyn is 0.5 games back of first-place Greensboro (32-14) and 1.5 games up on third-
place Hudson Valley (30-16) with 19 games remaining in the first half...Brooklyn 
does not play Hudson Valley or Greensboro for the remainder of the half...Greens-
boro has played one series (April 15-20 vs. Jersey Shore) against a North Division 
foe and will not play another until the second half (July 1-6 vs./at Aberdeen).

HOME COOKING: Brooklyn continued their dominance at Maimonides Park on 
Wednesday with a 6-4 victory vs. Aberdeen...A win on Thursday would clinch at 
the very least a series split on home turf this week...Wednesday's triumph was the 
Cyclones' 9th-consecutive home win...Entering play on Thursday, Brooklyn holds 
the best home record in the South Atlantic League at 18-5 (.783)...No one else in 
the league has more than 15 home victories (Hudson Valley)...The 18 home wins are 
the most at the High-A level...Miami's Triple-A Jacksonville has recorded the most 
home wins in Minor League Baseball (21).

ALL BÁEZ ON ME: After recovering from knee surgery, INF Jesús Báez has slowly 
returned to form...The 20-year-old reached base safely in 17-of-23 plate appear-
ances in the series against Jersey Shore and went 6-for-8 at the plate in Friday's 
doubleheader with 3 runs scored, a double, 2 home runs, and 7 RBI, en route to 
winning South Atlantic League Player of the Week honors...During the week, Báez 
hit .647 (11-17) with 6 runs scored, 2 home runs, and 10 RBI...The infielder led the 
circuit in batting average (.647), on-base percentage (.739), slugging percentage 
(1.059) OPS (1.798), and was tied for the league lead in RBI (10)...After OF A.J. 
Ewing won Player of the Week last week, it is the first time Brooklyn hitters have 
won a league's Player of the Week award in consecutive weeks in franchise histo-
ry...Báez also was recognized on MiLB.com's "Prospect Team of the Week" for his 
efforts...The Santo Domingo, D.R. native has reached safely in 20-straight games 
since May 3 vs. Wilmington, hitting .369/.488/.554/1.042 with 15 runs scored, 3 
doubles, 3 home runs, 19 RBI, 3 stolen bases, and 15 walks to 7 strikeouts...Báez 
had a 10-game hitting streak since May 15 vs. Winston-Salem snapped on Tues-
day...He went 16-for-30 (.533) at the plate with 9 runs scored, a double, 2 home 
runs, 12 RBI, and 7 walks to 1 strikeout...Last Tuesday, the infielder tied a Cyclones' 
single-game franchise record, working 4 walks at Jersey Shore...The feat has been 
accomplished 11 times, most recently by LF Ryan Clifford on April 21, 2024, at 
Jersey Shore...During May, Báez leads the South Atlantic League in RBI (22) and 
on-base percentage (.473), and is 2nd in batting average (.356), tied for 4th in 
hits (26), 3rd in OPS (1.035), tied for 10th in total bases (41), and 6th in slugging 
percentage (.562).

BENGE IT LIKE CARSON: OF Carson Benge has been heating up at the plate over 
the last few weeks...The Yukon, Okla. native was recognized on MiLB.com's "Pros-
pect Team of the Week" after hitting .412 (7-17) with 8 runs scored, 3 doubles, 2 
triples, an RBI, 8 walks to 3 strikeouts, 2 stolen bases, and 2 hit-by-pitches in 6 
games at Jersey Shore...The 2024 first-round pick enters Thursday tied for the 
South Atlantic League lead in triples (4)...He is also tied for 2nd in runs scored 
(35), 3rd in OPS (.951), 4th in on-base percentage (.434), tied for 3rd in doubles 
(11), 5th in slugging percentage (.517), 4th in extra-base hits (19), 5th in walks 
(32), tied for 5th in total bases (76), and tied for 6th in hits (45)...The 22-year-old 
saw his 19-game on-base streak come to an end on Wednesday (during which - 
.344/.506/672/1.178), and had his 11-game hitting streak since May 8 at Asheville 
snapped last Friday.

CAN EW BELIEVE IT?: IF/OF A.J. Ewing has had a marvelous start to his 2025 
season and was recognized as the South Atlantic League Player of the Week last 
Monday...In 5 games vs. Winston-Salem, the 20-year-old went 9-for-18 (.500) at 
the plate with 5 runs scored, 2 doubles, a triple, 3 RBI, 5 walks, and 6 stolen bas-
es...Ewing led the SAL in steals (6) and on-base percentage (.609) for the week...
He was the first Cyclone to receive a league weekly honor since INF Nick Lorusso 
and LHP Felipe De La Cruz took home Player and Pitcher of the Week, respective-
ly, for May 20-26, 2024...Entering play on Thursday, the Springboro, Ohio native 
is 3rd in Minor League Baseball in batting average (.365) and stolen bases (34), 
tied for 3rd in triples (6), and 7th in on-base percentage (.458)...Since debuting 
with Brooklyn on April 29, Ewing leads the league in steals (20)...He is also 2nd in 
hits (32), tied for 4th in triples (2), 4th in batting average (.340), tied for 5th in 
runs scored (20), 7th in on-base percentage (.422), and 12th in total bases (44)...
The 2023 4th-round pick enters Thursday riding a 31-game on-base streak since 
April 18....During the on-base streak, Ewing has hit .347/.447/.483/.930 with 25 
runs scored, 5 doubles, 4 triples, a home run, 17 RBI, 21 walks, and 27 stolen bases.

REIM TIME: INF Jacob Reimer remains scorching hot to start the 2025 season...The 
former 4th-round pick recorded more RBI (8) in the first 2 games of 2025 than he 
had in 25 outings (7) in an injury-plagued 2024...Entering play on Thursday, Reimer 
is tied for 4th in Minor League Baseball in extra-base hits (26), tied for 7th in dou-

bles (16), and 8th in OPS (.994)...The former 4th-round pick leads the South Atlantic 
League in runs scored (40), OPS (.994), extra-base hits (26), doubles (16), and hits 
(52)...Reimer is also 2nd in slugging percentage (.583), total bases (95), tied for 2nd 
in RBI (34), 3rd in batting average (.319), tied for 5th in triples (3), 7th in on-base 
percentage (.411), and tied for 10th in home runs (7).

SWIPER KEEP SWIPING: Brooklyn is off to a historic start on the basepaths in 2025...
The Cyclones' 7-6 win over Wilmington on April 29 saw them nab a franchise record 
9 stolen bases, courtesy of 7 players...The mark topped a previous high of 8 on 
August 2, 2017, vs. Tri-City...Brooklyn enters play on Thursday with 105 steals, good 
for the 2nd most in the South Atlantic League behind only Aberdeen (123), and 9th 
in Minor League Baseball...Cleveland's Single-A Lynchburg leads MiLB (136)...The 
105 swiped bags are the most by the Cyclones through the team's first 47 games in 
Minor League Baseball's Digital era (2005-present) by 32 swipes...The 2024 club is 
2nd with 72 steals through 47 games...The Cyclones' single-season franchise record 
is 181 steals set in 2024.

HOW SWEEP IT IS: With May 18's 7-6 walk-off victory vs. Winston-Salem in 10 in-
nings, the Cyclones completed their first 6-game sweep since 2022 and their first 
at home since 2021...Brooklyn had not completed a 6-game sweep since taking all 
6 contests at Jersey Shore from August 23-28, 2022...The Cyclones outscored the 
BlueClaws, 53-18, in that series...It was Brooklyn's first 6-game sweep on Coney 
Island since July 20-25, 2021, vs. Wilmington...The 'Clones outscored the 'Rocks, 41-
22, in that set...Brooklyn's 6-game winning streak was snapped Tuesday at Jersey 
Shore...It was the first time the team had won 6-straight games since September 
3-9, 2022, vs. Wilmington and at Winston-Salem...The Cyclones clinched the Second 
Half South Atlantic League North Division crown during that win streak...Addition-
ally, the Cyclones' 32-15 record through 47 games is tied for the franchise's best 
record through 46 games in Minor League Baseball's Digital Era (2005-present)...
Brooklyn opened the 2007 and 2010 seasons with a 31-15 mark through 46 contests.

KEEP THE 'COASTER MOVING: The Cyclones remained perfect in series through 
the first 46 games of the 2025 season on Sunday at Jersey Shore...Through Brook-
lyn's first 8 series of the year, the Cyclones hold a 6-0-2 record...In home series, 
Brooklyn is 3-0-1, splitting their first full 6-game set with Hudson Valley from April 
8-13...The Cyclones have not lost a series since they dropped 5-of-6 at home vs. 
Jersey Shore from August 20-25, 2024...Since then, Brooklyn is 8-0-2 in a series of 
any length.

MARCO POLO: IF Marco Vargas has not stopped hitting since joining the Cyclones 
at the end of April...The 19-year-old has reached safely in all 21 games played with 
Brooklyn, and in all 35 contests he has appeared in this year between the Cy-
clones and Single-A St. Lucie...During the 35-game on-base streak, Vargas is hitting 
.288/.401/.360/.761 with 26 runs scored, 4 doubles, a triple, a home run, 19 RBI, 24 
walks, and 12 stolen bases.

HOMER HAPPY: Brooklyn's offense erupted in the 2nd inning on May 9 at Ashe-
ville...RF Eli Serrano III, DH A.J. Ewing, and CF Carson Benge clubbed back-to-
back-to-back home runs with 1 out in the frame off Asheville's RHP Yeriel Santos...
It marked just the 2nd time Brooklyn had hit 3-straight home runs in Minor League 
Baseball's Digital Era (2005-present)...2B Luke Ritter, 1B Joe Genord, and C José 
Mena first accomplished the feat with back-to-back-to-back shots in the 6th inning 
on June 20, 2021, at Wilmington...SS Jesús Báez added a 4th home run in the frame, 
marking the first time in MiLB's Digital Era that the Cyclones powered 4 long balls 
in a single inning...The feat has been accomplished just 2 other times in MiLB this 
season...Miami's Double-A Pensacola accomplished the feat with 4 homers in the 
3rd inning on April 26 vs. Knoxville...Chicago-NL's Triple-A Iowa blasted 5 home runs 
in the 7th inning on April 16 vs. St. Paul...Brooklyn enters Thursday ranked 3rd in the 
South Atlantic League in home runs (41)...Since 2005, only the 2021 team (49) has 
hit home runs through the team's first 47 games.

AMAZIN' STARTS HERE: Brooklyn’s roster features no shortage of talent…Accord-
ing to MLB Pipeline, the Cyclones boast 11 of the Mets' Top 30 prospects…Those 
include OF Carson Benge (3), INF Jesús Báez (7), LHP Jonathan Santucci (12), INF 
Boston Baro (13), INF Marco Vargas (14), RHP Nate Dohm (18), INF Jacob Reimer 
(20), C Chris Suero (21), OF Eli Serrano III (22) and C Ronald Hernández (26), and 
OF A.J. Ewing (27)…Of those 11, 5 have previous experience playing in Brooklyn...
The Cyclones also possess 10 of the Mets' Top 30 farmhands per Baseball America...
The list features Báez (3), Benge (7), Baro (15), Santucci (16), Vargas (17), Suero (20), 
Reimer (21), Dohm (23), Ewing (24), and RHP Raimon Gómez (26)...Brooklyn also 
hosts 11 of SNY's Top 30 from Joe DeMayo...Benge (5), Báez (6), Baro (13), Santucci 
(15), Vargas (17), Dohm (20), Reimer (21), Serrano (22), Suero (25), Hernández (26), 
and Gómez (28).

Brooklyn returns home for a 6-game series with the Iron-
Birds...Aberdeen enters the series after splitting a 6-game 
homestand with Wilmington...The IronBirds are 12-14 on the 
road this season and dropped 4-of-6 to Brooklyn in Aber-
deen from April 15-20...Aberdeen boasts 8 of the Orioles' 
Top 30 prospects per MLB Pipeline: OF Vance Honeycutt 
(5), INF Griff O'Ferrall (7), RHP Michael Forret (8), RHP Trey 
Gibson (15), INF Aron Estrada (16), C Ethan Anderson (18), 
INF Leandro Arias (21), OF Austin Overn (30)...Forret is cur-
rently on the injured list...In 271 meetings since 2002, the 
Cyclones lead the all-time series, 143-128 (.528)...Brooklyn is 
74-71 (.510) in 145 games at Maimonides Park.
