After checking the Phillies affiliate off their list, the Saints will have now faced 17 of the other 19 clubs in
the International League, every club save for Jacksonville (MIA) and Charlotte (CHW). The Saints still have yet to travel to eight
other International League parks with Durham (TBR), Lehigh Valley, Norfolk (BAL), Scranton/Wilkes-Barre (NYY), Syracuse (NYM),
and Worcester (BOS) having all exclusively faced the Saints at CHS Field (none of those parks are on the schedule for 2026). St.
Paul will check off both a new opponent and new ballpark later this year when they travel to Las Vegas from May 5-10, taking on
their second-ever interleague opponent from the Pacific Coast League (they went 1-5 vs Round Rock at CHS Aug 19-24 last year).

18 of Rojas' 48 pitches exceeded 97 mph and he has now
popped seven of the Saint's staff's ten hardest pitches this year from his one outing alone.

He would spend just one year with the Halos organization before being released in May of 2020, siging with the
Missoula Paddleheads in Indy Ball for the start of 2021, and eventually latching on with the Blue Jays.

ITAIN'T MUCH, BUT IT'S HONEST WORK: Following the cancellation of the 2020 minor league season, Bash was
working as a groundskeeper at his old college, California Baptist. In 2021, he got the call from the Missoula
PaddleHeads (Independent, Pioneer League) in 2021 and signed with them.

THE INVINCIBLE ONE: Spending most of the last two seasons with Triple-A Buffalo in the Toronto system, Andrew
Bash is the back-to-back Warren Spahn Award winner, granted to the Bisons' Most Valuable Pitcher each season.
Bash ranked 7th in the International League in ERA last season (min 50 IP) with a 2.57 mark, his second straight year
throwing up a sub-3.00 ERA. The award is of course named for the Hall-of-Famer, who although he didn't ever play
for the Bisons, is a South Buffalo native. Nicknamed "the Invincible One," Spahn won 363 games and threw 382
complete games in his illustrious 21-year career.
