Peterson has emerged as one of
the top arms in Cleveland's minor league system, he's recorded a 2.04 ERA in 4 starts against Altoona this sea-
son. Earning 19 strikeouts in 17.2 innings pitched. Peterson was Cleveland's 9th round selection in 2022 out of
the University of Connecticut, he hails from Chesterton, Indiana. He began his collegiate career at Purdue (2019)
then spent one season at Wabash Valley Community College in Illinois%ZOZO) and two years at UConn ('21 and
'22) where he was a two-time All Big East selection and set the program'’s single-season record with 147 strike-
outs in the 2022 season; he aided UConn to a Super Regional appearance at Stanford.

THE TERMINATOR: Termarr Johnson has reached in 12 straight games entering play on Saturday, May 24. Dur-
ing his current on-base streak, he's hitting .325 with 2 2B, 2 HR, 2 RBl and 11 BB, totaling a 1.071 OPS. Johnson
is one of five players at the level who have recorded an .800 OPS or better this season when playing 2B.

FEELING PEACHY: Infielder Kervin Pichardo has started rolling in the Month of May, batting .283 with 5 2B, 1
