ON DECK (Upcoming games and Probables)

Today’s Game
The Fightin Phils return home for the final series of the regular season against the Somerset Patriots, Double-A affiliate of the New York Yankees. It is the 
15th-of-18 matchups between the teams this season and sixth-of-nine at FirstEnergy Stadium. The teams split a series at Somerset from Apr. 8-13 and then the 
Patriots took five-of-six games in a split series from July 1-6. Somerset leads the season-series 9-5 after going 10-8 in 2024.

Game 132 Recap
The Fightin Phils rallied from a two-run deficit in the ninth to walk off the Somerset Patriots 5-3 at FirstEnergy Stadium. Somerset built a 3-0 lead through RBI 
hits by Dylan Jasso and Tyler Hardman, plus a throwing error that allowed Brendan Jones to score. Reading got on the board in the fourth when Felix Reyes 
doubled, advanced on a wild pitch, and scored on a groundout. Strong bullpen work from Jaydenn Estanista, Saul Teran, and Alex McFarlane (W, 2-0) held 
Somerset scoreless over the final innings. In the ninth, Reading tied the game thanks to a pair of errors and Reyes’ second double of the night. McFarlane struck 
out two in a clean 10th, and Kehden Hettiger ended it with his first Double-A home run for the 5-3 win. Reyes finished 2-for-4, raising his league-best average 
to .341, while Kelly Austin (L, 3-2) took the loss.

About Last Night
The Fightin Phils picked up their seventh win of the season when trailing entering the ninth inning. This came after winning just one game in 2024 when 
trailing entering the ninth inning. It was also Reading’s 12th extra-inning game of the season, and they hold a 5-7 record in those contests. Kehden Hettigers 
two-run home run was the R-Phils’ fourth walk-off of the season and first since May 30 vs Erie.

Eastern League Honors for Felix Reyes
Major League Baseball announced on Monday that Felix Reyes was named the Eastern League Player of the Week. This came after Reyes was tabbed as the 
league’s Player of the Month for August last Thursday. Reyes also now has a RBI in seven-straight games. Entering play today, Reyes holds the following Eastern 
League ranks: 1st AVG (.341), T-7th RBI (64), 5th OBP (.370), 1st SLG (.575), 1st OPS (.945), T-2nd hits hits (122), 1st 2B (34), 1st XBH (52) and 1st TB (206). 
Reyes’ 34 doubles are currently tied for ninth in Fightin Phils history in doubles and he is on track to lead the Eastern League in doubles, making him the first 
since Darick Hall (38) led the league in 2019. Reyes is five doubles shy of tying the franchise record for doubles at 39.  

Batting Title on the Horizon
Felix Reyes is on track to win the Eastern League batting title this season, as his .341 average leads second place in the Eastern League by 35 points. He also 
leads all of Double-A and is first amongst all of Minor League Baseball in batting average for the season. Reyes’ .341 average would be the second highest 
single-season batting average in R-Phils history. The last R-Phil to win an Eastern League batting title was Tagg Bozied in 2010. A R-Phil has won a batting title 
four times, dating back to 1967.

Chasing a Stolen Base Title
Despite being promoted to Lehigh Valley (AAA) on Tuesday, Aidan Miller still holds the Eastern League lead in stolen bases with 52, which is six ahead of 
second place in the league. Amongst all Phillies Minor Leaguers, Miller is first in stolen bases with 55 total on the season, leading second place Dante Nori, who 
has 51 between three levels this year. 

New Faces in Baseballtown
The Phillies have promoted outfield prospects Dante Nori and Aroon Escobar to Double-A Reading from High-A Jersey Shore. Nori, 20, slashed .262/.363/.381 
with 63 runs, 11 triples, 50 steals, and ranked top-five in several Phillies minor league stats. Escobar, also 20, hit .274/.366/.420 with 15 homers, 61 RBI, and 
24 steals, ranking among team leaders in average, homers, and total bases. A 2022 international signee from Venezuela, Escobar has quickly emerged as a top 
performer. Both have excelled across levels and now bring their offensive firepower to Reading as they continue their rise through the Phillies’ system.

Down in the Desert
Major League Baseball announced the rosters for the Arizona Fall League on Wednesday and all eight players representing the Phillies organization played for 
the 2025 Fightin Phils. Position players Aidan Miller, Carson DeMartini and Dante Nori will join the Surprise Saguaros this fall. The pitchers on the team will 
be Eiberson Castellano, Jack Dallas, Daniel Harper, Tommy McCollum and Jaydenn Estanista. Additionally, Pitching Coach Riley McCauley was selcted to 
servce as one of Surprise’s coached in the Fall League.

David Doster’s 6th 
inning 3-run HR is the key blow.

Sup Somerset
Somerset enters play today with a 71-63 record and 36-29 mark in the second half. The Patriots are 3.5 games up on Hartford for the final Northeast Divison 
Playoff Spot and have a magic number of one. Somerset swept New Hampshire at home last week. The Patriots roster has 10 of the Yankees’ top-30 prospects: 
George Lombard Jr. (1), Carlos Lagrange (2), Elmer Rodriguez-Cruz (5), Ben Hess (6), Chase Hampton (8), Brock Selvidge (10), Kyle Carr (13), Brendan Jones 
(15), Dylan Jasso (23) and Jace Avina (24).

Patriots Pitcher
Righty, and Yankees’ No. 2 prospect, Carlos Lagrange makes the start tonight for Somerset. With the Patriots, Lagrange is 6-6, with a 3.48 ERA (28 ER, 72.1 IP). 
He has struck out 99 over 72.1 IP (12.32 SO/9.0 IP). Lagrange last pitched on Friday against New Hampshire, earning the win with 10 strikeouts and no runs 
allowed over five innings. Lagrange earned the win against Reading on July 2, allowing one run over six innings and striking out 10. He began the season with 
Hudson Valley (A+) and spent 2024 between the FCL-Yankees (ROK) and Tampa (A). The 22-year old signed with New York in 2022 out of the Dominican 
Republic as an International Free Agent.

Prior to the 2025 season, Cabrera was added to the Phillies 40-man roster (on 11/19/24) to protect him from the Rule-5 Draft; optioned to Reading (AA) on March 8

Appeared in relief for the Phillies in the Spring Breakout Game (3/14 vs PIT) and tossed two innings following Moises Chace, who started the game

Currently ranks as Phillies No. 11 Prospect (MLB Pipeline)

Tabbed as Reading’s Opening Day starter Apr. 4 vs Portland (ND, 4.2 IP, 2 H, ER, 4 BB, 3 SO)

First win of season Apr. 16 vs Binghamton (5.0 IP, 4 H, 1 ER, 2 BB, 7 SO)

May 8 at BNG: 6.0 IP, 4 H, 0 R, 2 BB, 8 SO; eight strikeouts was season-high at the time

Walked season (and career-high) five batters twice: May 1 vs HBG and May 20 at POR

Matched season-high (at the time) with eight strikeouts June 18 vs Hartford, also allowed season-high seven hits and ultimately suffered loss, but surrendered just three runs
