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June 7: Baysox 2, RubberDucks 0: Guy Lipscomb homered and
Joe Lampe had an RBI singe in the ninth, but the Akron
RubberDucks fell to the Chesapeake Baysox in game four of the
series. The Baysox have gone 3-2 in Akron so far this week.

Today’s starting pitchers: Tommy Mace makes start number 12 for
the RubberDucks. The right-hander is coming off a win against the
Baysox on Tuesday allowing two runs over five innings with a
strikeout. He is now 2-0 against the Baysox this season, allowing two
runs on eight hits over 10.2 innings pitched. Mace enters Sunday first
in the Eastern League in wins (6), third in average against (.189), fifth
in ERA (2.47), sixth in WHIP (1.17) and eighth in innings pitched
(54.2).

Stretch run: Entering Sunday, the RubberDucks sit two games back
of the Erie SeaWolves for the Eastern League Southwest Division first
half title. The two game lead for Erie is the largest lead either team
has had over the other since the start of the season. Akron’s largest
lead was 1.5 games on May 28. Erie holds the tiebreaker over Akron.

Pitching strong: The RubberDucks enter Sunday with the second
best ERA (3.09) in the Eastern League and third best ERA in Double-
A. A lot of this success is due to the starting pitching of the Ducks.
Akron starters have the best ERA (2.47) in the EL and Double-A while
tossing the fifth most innings (262.0).

May man: Cooper Ingle is red hot at the plate. Since his average
dropped to a season low .179 on April 17, the RubberDucks catcher
has picked up a hit in 27 of his 39 games played. In the month of May,
Ingle hit.345/.472/.607 with 13 doubles (most in the Eastern League),
three home runs (tied most on the RubberDucks), 17 RBI (second
most in EL and Ducks) and 21 walks (tied most on the Ducks). Ingle
has now raised his average to .282 on the season, which is the
highest by an active Akron batter. His 50 hits this year are the most by
an Akron batter. Ingle had his first professional four-hit game on June
3 against Chesapeake at Canal Park.

Good eye: The RubberDucks have walked 257 times this season,
which is most in the Eastern League and third most in Double-A.
Cooper Ingle (36) lead the RubberDucks and is tied for the Eastern
League lead while Dayan Frias (34) is second on the RubberDucks
and third in the Eastern League in free passes. The RubberDucks
worked eight walks in their win on Saturday in Somerset. 11 Akron
batters have worked double digit walks so far this season, and four
(Frias, Ingle, Jake Fox and Alex Mooney) have drawn 20+ walks.

The outfielder is batting .273 (second highest on team) with
eight doubles, four homers, three triples and 26 RBI though 34
games. Watson is coming off a red-hot May where in 20 games he hit
.284 (second best on Akron) with six doubles and 15 RBI while
working 10 walks.

Miller time: Jake Miller has worked five straight scoreless outings
(9.2 innings) out of the RubberDucks bullpen. He has struck out 13
batters and allowed just four hits in that span. The right-hander has
the second lowest ERA (1.65) on the Ducks staff (min. 10.0IP) while
tossing multiple innings in 11 of his 18 outings this season.

Home Cooking: The Akron RubberDucks are 20-9 at Canal Park
during the 2025 season.
