LARA BOARD: Prior to the start of the series in Charlotte, it was announced the
Brewers no. 4-rated prospect Luis Lara was recalled to Milkwaukee for what will be
his Major League Debut. He finished Sunday's series finale against Jacksonville with
a season-high 3-RBI and his ninth home run of the season. He entered the 2026
season with 10 career home runs through his first 398 games since making his
professional debut in 2022. During his minor league career, he leads the Brewers
farm system in hits (478), runs (318), and stolen bases (150). He also ranks
second in doubles (85), walks (246), and total bases (650), third in triples (15),
and is sixth in XBH (119).

GATE NINE: Jett Williams extended his hitting streak to nine straight games and
pushed his on-base streak to 10 with a leadoff single in the bottom of the first inning
on the first pitch he saw from LHP Dax Fulton in Sunday's finale against the Jumbo
Shrimp. The nine-game hit streak is tied for the second-longest of the season for a
Nashville player along with Eddys Leonard (April 15-25) and Luis Matos (May 7-28).
Williams, the Brewers no. 5-rated prospect, added another single in his second to
the plate to give him his 19th multi-hit game of the year and third of his current
streak. Over his last nine games, Williams is hitting .382 (13-for-34, 2 2B, 3B, 4 RB],
6 BB, 6 SB, 11 R).

HEAD, SHOULDERS, KNEES, AND MATOS: Luis Matos ended his week with
another strong performance on Sunday, going 3-for-5 with a pair of doubles and
tied his season-high with four RBI. His three hits were a new season-high and his
first 3-hit game since he went 4-for-5 on September 18 of last year with Triple-A
Sacramento. Matos played in five of the six games of the series against the Jumbo
Shrimp and hit .368 (7-for-19) with four doubles and seven RBI. He entered the
series with three doubles through his first 32 Triple-A games of the season.

MILLER TIME: Darrien Miller wrapped up his first six-games in Triple-A on Sunday
night. He collected his first Triple-A RBI and ended a four-game hitless drought with
a 1-for-4 night at the plate.

THERE WERE FIREWORKS: Luis Matos' walk-off hit in game one of the Saturday
doubleheader was Nashville's fourth walk-off win of the season, and first since May
17 vs. Iowa. It was the third walk-off win against Jacksonville since Nashville joined
the International League ahead of the 2021 season. The Sounds last walk-off against
Jacksonville happened on August 22, 2024. Game one on Saturday was Nashville's
first walk-off win on the Fourth of July since 2011 against Memphis. Nashville has
137 walk-off wins since 2005, tied for the sixth-most in Triple-A during the span.

GEEZ LUIS: Saturday night was the first walk-off hit of Luis Matos' professional
career. His first career walk-off RBI came via a sacrifice fly to beat the Philadephia
Phillies on May 28, 2024 with the San Franisco Giants in the 10th inning.

NAVA A DOUBT: Andrick Nava swatted his second home run in his last three games
and finished game one of Saturday's doubleheader with his second Triple-A multi-
hit game going 2-for-3. Across his 15 games played this season with Nashville and
High-A Wisconsin, the switch hitter is hitting .319 (15-for-47) with three homers,
three doubles, and 11 RBI.

STACK ON BLACK: Tyler Black reached base safely in both games of the
doubleheader to extended his current on-base streak to 16 consecutive games. He
finished the day 2-for-5 with a double, two RBI, three walks, two stolen bases, and
two runs scored btween the two games. During his current streak dating back

to June 13, Black is hitting .259 (14-for-54) with seven XBH, including three home
runs, 14 RBI, 13 walks, seven stolen bases, and 15 runs scored. The longest Triple-A
on-base streak of his career stands at 18 straight games (August 6-27, 2023) and he
posted a career-best 35-game streak in 2023 with Double-A Biloxi.
