TODAY'S GAME / OPPOSING STARTER: The Curve continue their first series of the season with the
Erie SeaWolves, Detroit Tigers Double-A affiliate. The Curve lost to the ‘Wolves in three games in the
2025 Southwest Division Series.

Max Alba makes his second career start against Altoona today. A 26-year-old, Alba was signed by the
Tigers as a minor league free agent in July of 2022, his first foray into pro ball came as a 39th round
selection in 2018 out of Liberty. He attended Franklin HS in Franklin, Wisconsin.

ITS OUTTA HERE: The Curve have recorded 12 games this season in which they've hit at least two
home runs. The Curve are T-5th in the Eastern League with 44 home runs in 41 games. Altoona is on
pace to hit 148 homers this season which would be the most in a season since 2023 when the club
hit 122 round trippers. Altoona’s franchise record of 143 homers in a season was set in 2022. The
Curve have hit 2 home runs in 4-of-their-last 5 games.

LAWNBALL LONNIE: Outfielder Lonnie White Jr. homered in three straight games from May 15-17,
the first such stretch of his career. Since arriving in Altoona, White Jr. has 8 extra-base hits in 16

games since joining the Curve on May 1. All 10 of White Jr.'s RBI's with the Curve have come on hom-
ers.

This season, White Jr. ranks 1st among Pirates minor leaguers with 11 homers, he also ranks 2nd in
RBI (29) and 4th in SB (12).

EVERYBODY LOVES CURVE BASEBALL: Altoona picked up their first walk-off win of the season in
their 38th game. Ivan Brethowr tripled home Omar Alfonzo in a 6-5 Curve win over Harrisburg.

DOMINATING DELGADO: Infielder Keiner Delgado has emerged as one of Altoona’'s most consistent
hitters to begin the season. In his last 22 games, he's batting .308 with 7 2B, 2 HR, 15 RBl and a .426
OBP (.900 OPS). Since April 19 he ranks 3rd in the EL in OBP (.426).

'PEN MEN: Righty Jared Bayless has become an important member of the staff. In 4 outings in May
he's allowed just 1 run and holds a 1.59 ERA in 8 games with Altoona this year, holding opponents to
0.71 WHIP. Lefty Cy Nielson is unscored upon in 11-of-13 outings this year and had a 14.1 consecu-
tive scoreless inning streak end on May 17. In that time he allowed just 12 hits, 5 walks and struck
out 16 across 9 outings. Closer Emmanuel Chapman tossed 6.2 innings with 11 strikeouts over 5
outings to start his month of May before allowing a run in 2.0 innings pitched on May 20.

'CURT SCHILLING?: Right-hander Khristian Curtis matched his career-high with 10 strikeouts over
5.0 innings on Sunday, April 26. It was the 42nd time in franchise history that a Curve pitcher has
punched out 10 hitters in a game and the first in 5.0 innings or fewer since Kyle Nicolas struck out 10
batters in 5.0 innings on May 2, 2023 at Richmond. Curtis is 1st among Eastern League hurlers with
50 strikeouts, 3rd among Double-A arms.
