A groundout advanced
both runners a base. After Stone Russell drew a walk, Roni Cabrera

(1) launched a grand slam to give the Fireflies an early 4-0 lead. Myrtle
Beach put up one runin the top of the fourth on a Cole Mathis (3) solo
home run which made the score 4-1.

The Fireflies struck back in the bottom of the fourth. Cabrera and Jhos-
mmel Zue drew a leadoff walks to start the frame. After Cabrera stole
third, Connor Rasmussen roped an RBI double which made the score
5-1. Abatter later, Sean Gamble reached on a fielder’s choice coupled
with a throwing error allowing Zue and Rasmussen to score, making the
game 7-1. Ricardo peppered an RBl triple in the next at-bat to increase
Columbia’s lead to 8-1.

The Pelicans didn’t go down quietly. In the top of the ninth, Eli Lovich

(1) cranked a solo home run to cut the deficit to 8-2. Following a walk to
Edward Vargas, Derik Alcantara lined an RBI double to make the score
8-3. RHP Darwin Rodriguez (1-1, 3.86 ERA) received the win, RHP Riely
Hunsaker (0-1, 9.82 ERA) was tagged with the loss. With the defeat, the
Fireflies took the series 4-2. Myrtle Beach will have the day off tomorrow
before their home opener on Tuesday night when they kick off a six-
game homestand against the Kannapolis Cannon Ballers (Single-A White
Sox). First pitch is slated for 7:05 PM EST at Pelicans Ballpark. Both teams
starting pitchers have yet to be determined.

FRIDAY NIGHT THEIVERY

In Friday night's game in Columbia, the Pelicans stole a sea-
son-high nine bags, four of them coming from INF Ty Southisene
(tied his career high in SB). OF Alexey Lumpuy stole three bases,
OF Cole Mathis and INF Jose Escobar swiped one a piece. Myrtle
Beach currently ranks tied for third in stolen bases across Sin-
gle-A with 20 on the year. Southisene and Lumpuy currently lead
the Pelicans in stolen bases on the season with seven each. They
also led the stolen base charge last season as they finished No.1
and No.2 in team high steals. Southisene (41), Lumpuy (30).

"SECOND IN OBP"

Pelicans INF Josiah Hartshorn currently boasts the second-high-
est OBP (.541) in the entire Carolina League behind Hickory's
Jose Pirela (.545). C/INF Michael Carico sits behind him in third in
the category with an OBP of .522. Hartshorn also leads the Birds
and is tied for the lead in the league in walks with 10.

DOMINANCE FROM DOMINICK

RHP Dominick Reid (Cubs 15th overall prospect) turned in
another stellar performance on the bump Thursday night in
Columbia. The No.3 overall pitching prospect in the Cubs sys-
tem hurled 5.0 innings of shutout ball, only giving up a hit and
fanned five batters. Back on 4/4 in Charleston. Reid tossed
4.0 innings of shutout ball while fanning five batters and only
surrendering two hits along with a walk. The Plano, TX native
had his sweeper and changeup working like a beauty and will
continue to hone-in on his fastball.

JAIRO HAMMERS ONE

In just his second game of the season, C Jairo Diaz
launched a three-run home run in the top of the eighth
while adding a single to his night as well. The long drive
was only his second home run in his pro career. The Ven-
ezuelan native is currently hitting .400 over three games.

NEW AND OLD KIDS ON THE BEACH

Myrtle Beach’s highest rated prospect, Josiah Harts-
horn, checks in as the No.7 overall prospect in the Cubs
farm system. Hartshorn was drafted in the sixth round
(No.181) of the 2025 MLB Draft out of Orange Lutheran
High School (Calif.). In 2025, the 19 year-old prospect hit
.364 over 109 plate appearances while adding five home
runs, nine doubles, and 24 RBI. Nagging elbow injuries
to both arms forced the switch hitter to one side of the
plate for various amounts of time. He has yet to make his
affiliated ball debut.
