LAST TIME OUT: The New Hampshire Fisher Cats scuffled offensively in a 3-2 loss to the Somerset Patriots on Tuesday night. 
Somerset scored all three of its runs in the 3rd in unearned fashion off starting right-hander CJ Van Eyk. A dropped popup put two 
Somerset runners on base with nobody out. T.J. Rumfield brought home the game’s first run with an RBI groundout to first base 
before Elijah Dunham plated home a pair with a single into right field. Andres Sosa answered with his first Double-A homer in the 
bottom of the 3rd with a solo shot. New Hampshire threatened in the 8th after Trevor Schwecke scored on a wild pitch but Riley 
Tirotta struck out looking with the tying run at third. In the 9th, Michael Turconi represented the tying run after drawing a walk 
and stealing second but Alan Roden struck out swinging to end the game.  
 
GET SCHWECKED: UTL Trevor Schwecke is tied for the league-lead in hits this month with 14. On Sunday, the 25-year-old 
recorded his fourth multi-hit game and his third 3+ hit game of the Bowie series with a 3-for-4 afternoon and three RBI. Schwecke 
finished the series going 12-for-21 is now batting .400 (14-for-35) in the month of September. 
 
RODEN ON A ROLL: OF Alan Roden is batting .406 (13-for-32) to start the month of September after hitting .326 in the month 
of August. The Blue Jays No. 7 prospect is on a nine-game on-base streak and has collected hits in 18 of his last 21 games and 
has 14 multi-hit performances in 42 games played. Roden is hitting .329 since joining the team on July 19. 
 
GETTING TIROTTA IN HERE: IF Riley Tirotta is batting .382 (13-for-34) in the month of September with six extra base hits, 
three home runs and 11 RBI. The 25-year-old is tied for third in the league in hits and tied for second in the league in RBI this 
month.  
 
THE SOSA OF SWAT: C Andres Sosa launched his first Double-A homer last night and his first homer since May 23 while still 
with High-A Vancouver. Sosa also homered on Sunday, August 27 at home against Binghamton but the home run did not 
officially count because the game was rained out after two and a half innings. The 25-year-old was a former infielder who turned 
to catching ever since his senior year of college. 
 
ONE LAST BITE OF CHEESE: RHP Chad “Cheese” Dallas makes his 18th and final start with the Fisher Cats this season. The 
Blue Jays No. 14 prospect is coming off back-to-back road starts from the 12-game trip. In his first start at Reading on September 
1, Dallas matched his career-high with 11 strikeouts over seven shutout innings to pick up the win. In his most recent start at 
Bowie last Thursday, Dallas went six innings but gave up three solo homers in the loss. After a rocky July, the right-hander has a 
3.13 ERA since the month of August. 
 
SIZING UP SOMERSET: Somerset is coming off a series split against Erie in its final home stand of the regular season. The 
Patriots have been the best team this season with a 80-52 overall record and they have scored the most runs and hit the most 
home runs so far this season. They currently lead the Northeast Division in the second half with a record of 38-26 and have 
already clinched a postseason berth after winning the first half. The Yankees Double-A affiliate is looking to win the Eastern 
League for a second year in a row. 
 
THIS DAY IN FISHER CATS HISTORY (September 13, 2022) - The Fisher Cats opened the final series of the season with a 7-2 
win over Harrisburg at Delta Dental Stadium. Adam Kloffenstein went six scoreless innings to pick up his second win.  He struck 
out five. Robert Robertis had a three-run homer for the Fisher Cats and Orelvis Martinez hit his 29th, a two-run shot that made it 
7-0 in the fifth inning. 
 
MANCHESTER-BOSTON REGIONAL AIRPORT FLIGHT TO THE MAJORS: Toronto (80-65) lost 6-3 to Texas in the second 
game of the four-game series at Rogers Centre.  Seattle also won, so Toronto is tied for the third wildcard with the Mariners, a half-
game back of Texas. Davis Schneider continues to be the story for the Jays, he homered and doubled last night…Buffalo (70-67) 
dropped a 4-1 decision at Scranton-Wilkes Barre last night. Steward Berroa grounded into a force out with the bases loaded in the 
second to put the Bisons up 1-0.  But the Rail Riders scored four times in the sixth. Buffalo now trails Durham by four games in the 
IL…Vancouver (1-0) took the first game of the Northwest League Championship series 3-0 at Everett.  Adam Macko allowed one 
hit in his five innings to earn the win and Ryan Boyer finished up for the save. Ryan McCarty went 3-for-4 with two doubles, driving 
in a run, for the Canadians. Game two is tonight at 10:05 p.m.

League champions and this season’s Northeast Division first-half champions, the Somerset Patriots. Promotions for the week 
include 2000s Night Thursday, presented by NH Healthy Families and postgame Atlas Fireworks, Copa de la Diversion night Friday, 
Rock N’ Roll Night Saturday with a mystery bobblehead giveaway, presented by Delta Dental, and Fan Appreciation Day Sunday 
with Kids Run the Bases Postgame, sponsored by the N-H Liquor Commission Division of Enforcement.
