SUGAR LAND WINS THE FOURTH
The Express dropped Friday night's Fourth of July
game by a final score of 7-2 to the Space Cowboys.
Round Rock fell by a final of Sugar Land LF Luis
Castro led off the top of the second with a home
run to take a 1-O lead. In the bottom of the frame,
Round Rock LF Aaron Zavala got aboard with
his first base hit at the Triple-A level. C Cooper
Johnson followed with a 415-foot homer, giving
the Express a 2-1 advantage.The Space Cowboys
retook the lead in the top of the third with back-
to-back RBI singles from 1B Jon Singleton and SS
Edwin Diaz. Sugar Land led 3-2 after three. Sugar
Land 2B Brice Matthews recorded a double in the
fifth and Castro traded places with him, extending
the Space Cowboys lead to 4-2. In the top of the
ninth, RF Quincy Hamilton singled and Matthews
drew a walk, setting up Castro’s second home run
of the night. The Space Cowboys led 7-2 heading
into the bottom of the ninth. Round Rock put two
runners on via walks, but RHP Nick Hernandez left
the runners stranded and Sugar Land took game
four, 7-2.

Round Rock RHP Caleb Boushley is slated for his
fifth start with the Express on Sunday night. He
owns a 1.17 ERA (2 ER/15.11P). Among PCL pitchers
with at least four starts this year, he owns the best
ERA in the league. In 15 relief outings this season for
the Texas Rangers, Boushley owns a 5.04 ERA (17
ER/30.1 IP) with only five walks and 29 strikeouts.
He was optioned to Round Rock on June 23.

THE STREAKS LIVE ON

OF Trevor Hauver extended his on-base streak
to 25 games which is the second-longest in the
PCL while 1B Blaine Crim owns a 22-game on-
base streak which is the fifth-longest. During the
streak, Hauver is hitting .311/.438/.456/.894 with
five doubles, a triple, two homers, 17 RBI, 15 runs
scored, 18 walks and 26 strikeouts.

3B Josh Jung and 1B Rowdy Tellez were added
to the roster Saturday. The 27-year-old Jung was
a first-round selection in 2019 out of Texas Tech
and was an All-Star for Texas in 2023. Tellez has
appeared in the Major Leagues over each of the last
eight seasons with Toronto (2018-2021), Milwaukee
(2021-2023), Pittsburgh (2024) and Seattle (2025).
