Syracuse Mets RHP Jonah Tong (0-1, 7.04) vs. Worcester Red Sox RHP Isaac Coffey (0-0, 0.00)

We Meet the Mets Again — The Worcester Red Sox return home to Polar Park to open a 6-game series against the Syracuse Mets
beginning tonight at 6:05 pm in a battle of division co-leaders. Both clubs enter this series with 11-9 records good for a tie atop the
International League East division. Memphis leads the league overall with their 14-7 record good for 1%-place in the IL West division.
The WooSox are hosting Syracuse for the second time this season as the Mets become the first repeat opponent this season (Syracuse
took 2 of 3 from the Sox at Polar Park to begin the 2026 season from March 27-29).

Time After Time - With this week being School Vacation Week at Polar Park, presented by Southwick’s Zoo (zoo animals will be
visiting the ballpark all week for all you animal lovers), game times vary during the 6-game series as the clubs play this evening at
6:05 pm, have a special 3:05 pm start tomorrow (Wednesday) followed by another weekday matinee on Thursday at 12:05 pm, and
then back to normal times on Friday at 6:05 pm as well as this weekend with a 4:05 pm game on Saturday and a 1:05 pm start on
Sunday.

Broadcast News — Tonight’s series and homestand opener can be heard on NASH 98.9 FM and The Pike 100.1 FM and will be shown
on tape delay on NESN+ later this evening at 11:00 pm. The Boston Red Sox vs. New York Yankees game from Fenway Park has
been moved to NESN+ tonight at 6:45 pm while the Boston Bruins at Buffalo Sabres NHL playoff game is on NESN at 7:30 pm.

Last Call in Nashville — 1t took until the final day of their week-long stay in Nashville, but the WooSox finished a disappointing first-
ever visit to Tennessee with a much-needed, 4-2 victory on Sunday to avoid a 6-game sweep to the Sounds. So, the only time
Worcester has ever been swept in a 6-game set remains from May 10-15, 2022 vs. Rochester here at Polar Park.

Scorigami — For what it’s worth, three of the last four WooSox games have ended in a 4-2 score. Nashville won both games played
on Friday, 4-2 (the first a suspended game from Thursday and then the regularly-scheduled game that followed) and the WooSox won
the series finale on Sunday, 4-2. In between, the Sounds edged the Sox, 2-1 on Saturday.

What a Difference a Week Makes — When the WooSox completed their last homestand 10 days ago on Sunday, April 12% they were
10-4 and atop the IL East division. The Sox had just taken 4 of 6 from Columbus at Polar Park from April 7-12 and during that 6-
game set they out-scored the Clippers, 39-33 scoring an average of 6.5 runs per game. During their just-concluded 6-game series in
Nashville, the WooSox were out-scored by the Sounds, 26-16 (Sox averaging only 2.6 runs per game). The WooSox hit just .216 in
the six games (41-for-190) and had only two homeruns during the series...catcher Jason Delay on Tuesday and CF Nate Eaton on
Sunday. Sox pitchers were 1-5 with a 4.79 ERA (25 ER in 47 IP) with only 1 HRA during the series in the Music City.

Low Five After a High Five — The WooSox snapped their season-high 5-game losing streak with their 4-2 victory on Sunday. The
Sox had lost the first five games in Nashville to mark their first 5-game losing skid since April 25-30 of last year. Prior to coming to
Nashville last week, the Sox had not dropped back-to-back games all season (they went their first 15 games before losing two in a row
in Nashville last Tuesday & Wednesday). Worcester had a season-best 5-game winning streak from March 31 — April 5 all in St. Paul,
Minnesota.

Kristian Campbell Had his 9-game hitting streak snapped on April 11 and has since hit in 6 straight games. Overall has hit
safely in 15 of his last 16 games (17-for-61, .279) with 2 2B, 1 HR, 9 RBL

Vinny Capra Had his 13-game on-base streak end on April 17 (0-for-2, RBI SF). Has hit in 10 of his last 13 games (13-
for-43, .302) with 4 2B, 2 HR, 9 RBI, 14 runs scored. Is tied for 3™ in the league with 16 runs scored.

Allan Castro Had his 7-game hitting streak stopped on Sunday. Has hit in 7 of his last 8 games (10-for-32, .313) with 2
HR & 8 RBL

Tsung-Che Cheng Became first WooSox player to hit for the cycle on April 10 vs. Columbus.

Jason Delay Hit in 7 of his last 9 games (9-for-30, .300) with 4 2B, 1 HR & 7 RBI.

Nate Eaton Was 7-for-22 in the 6-game series at Nashville.

Mickey Gasper Had his 9-game hitting streak snapped on April 11. Has hit in 14 of his 16 games played on the year (19-
for-60, .317) with 4 2B, 3 HR, 14 RBI. Is 6™ in the league in BB (17) and 5" in OBP (.468).

Braiden Ward Has 8 HBP in his 15 games played. Is T4" in league in Stolen Bases (9).

Jake Bennett Is 2-1 with a 0.55 ERA in 4 GS (2 R, 1 ER in 16.1 IP). He leads the league with his 0.55 ERA, is 3" in
Lowest Batting Average Against (.140), and 2™ in WHIP (0.61).

Tayron Guerrero Is tied for 3" in the International League with 3 Saves.

The Road Turned - The WooSox had been 5-0 on the road to begin their year but they are now 6-5 away compared to 5-4 at home
here at Polar Park.

The Mets are Back — As mentioned, the Sox are hosting Syracuse this week/weekend for the second time this season. The clubs
began the 2026 season with a 3-game series here at Polar Park. Syracuse ruined Worcester’s home-opener for the second year in a
row as they won on March 27, 3-1. The Sox evened matters with a 5-3 victory the next day, but the Mets won the series outright
thanks to their 10-8 triumph in the finale on March 29.

Stats vs. Syracuse — WooSox batters are hitting .213 vs. Mets pitching (20-for-94) with 1 HR (by Mikey Romero) while Sox pitchers
are 1-2 with a 3.00 ERA vs. Syracuse (9 ER in 27 IP) with 2 HRA. Syracuse has out-scored Worcester, 16-14 in the first three games.

Series Matters - Worcester has a 2-2-0 series record thus far...2 wins, 2 losses, and no splits. Last year, Worcester went 8-9-10 in
their 27 series played... 8 wins, 9 losses, 10 splits.



Come out and Play — Including tonight, the WooSox will have played each of their first 10 scheduled home games to begin a season
(March 27-29 and April 7-12) — their longest stretch to open a season since 2023 when the Sox were able to play their first 16
scheduled Polar Park games until a rainout on May 3, 2023 vs. Buffalo. In both 2024 & 2025 the WooSox had their second home
games each year postponed due to inclement weather. During Worcester’s inaugural season in 2021, which did not commence at
home until May 11 due to Covid-restrictions, it took until their 28" home game before they finally had a home game postponed (July
2,2021 vs. Scranton/WB).

A Winning Tradition — The 2025 Worcester Red Sox went 76-73 to post a winning season for the fifth time in as many years of
existence (and for the fourth year in a row under returning WooSox manager Chad Tracy). Worcester finished 41-33 during the first
half last year and then 35-40 in the second half. Overall the 2025 WooSox went 40-34 at home compared to 36-39 on the road. The
Pawtucket Red Sox posted five straight winning seasons just once in their 47 years as Boston’s Triple-A affiliate — that coming from
1996-2000.

How the WooSox Have Won - The 2021 WooSox had a 74-54 record during their abbreviated inaugural season, the 2022 WooSox
finished 75-73, the 2023 club posted a 79-68 mark, the 2024 team matched that win total going 79-71, and as mentioned the 2025
squad went 76-73. Heading into this season, the WooSox were 383-339 all-time for a .530 winning pct. including a 195-168 record at
home compared to a 188-171 mark on the road.

Fun Fact — Of the 280 players who have played for the Worcester Red Sox in their 5+-year history (up to today), 202 of them have
played in the Major Leagues (72%) including 138 with the Boston Red Sox (49%).

A Trace of History - The second manager in Worcester Red Sox history, Chad Tracy has led the WooSox to winning seasons in each
of his first four years at the helm of the WooSox to become the first Red Sox Triple-A manager to accomplish that feat dating back to
at least the 1930’s. Known affectionately as “Trace”, he returns for his fifth season as WooSox manager in 2026. Tracy earned the
300th victory of his Worcester managerial career on August 31,2025 in Durham. He has a 320-293 record since taking over as
WooSox manager for the 2022 season. Chad became the sixth manager in modern Red Sox organizational history to reach the 300-
win plateau with a Red Sox Triple-A affiliate. Joe Morgan is the all-time leader with 601 wins in his nine years as Pawtucket Red Sox
manager (1974-82). “Trace” also had 176 wins in three years as a Minor League manager in the Los Angeles Angels’ system from
2015-17 giving him a total of 496 career managerial wins including Worcester’s wins to start the 2026 season. Tracy, 40, has sent a
number of Worcester players to Boston during his tenure including, most recently, OF Roman Anthony, INF Marcelo Mayer, and
LHPs Connelly Early & Payton Tolle who all earned their first-ever promotions to Boston during the 2025 season. Other past or
current Red Sox who have played for Tracy in Worcester include: OF Wilyer Abreu, RHP Brayan Bello, INF/OF Kristian Campbell,
1B Triston Casas, RHP Kutter Crawford, OF Jarren Duran, INF Romy Gonzalez, RHP Tanner Houck, OF Ceddanne Rafacla, INF
Nick Sogard, and catcher Connor Wong among several others.

Portland Sea Dogs Update — The Double-A Portland Sea Dogs (8-6) open a 6-game series at home vs. the Hartford Yard Goats
tonight.

WOOSOX ROSTER MOVES — The Boston Red Sox today are expected to recall LHP Tyler Samaniego from Worcester (for the
second time this season). The WooSox have transferred Sunday’s starter and winner LHP Michael Sansone back to Double-A
Portland. Furthermore today, the WooSox have added RHP Angel Bastardo, reinstated from the development list, and LHP Eduardo
Rivera from Portland.

Sansone was promoted from Portland on April 18 and was outstanding in his WooSox debut on Sunday as the starter and winner in
Nashville tossing 6 shutout innings allowing 2 hits and 2 walks with 5 strikeouts in Worcester’s, 4-2 victory.

Angel Bastardo was a Rule 5 selection by the Blue Jays from Boston in December of 2024 but he missed all of 2025 following
Tommy John surgery. He did not make Toronto’s Opening Day roster this March and was offered back to the Red Sox after clearing
waivers. He was placed on the WooSox development list on April 1 and has been working out in Fort Myers, FL since. The 23-year-
old from Moron, Venezuela last pitched in 2024 when he went 0-5 with a 5.36 ERA in 10 starts for Double-A Portland.

Eduardo Rivera has been outstanding in his two starts for Portland this season going 1-0 with a 0.90 ERA —10IP,6 H, 1 R, 1 ER, 3
BB, 16 SO. The 6’77, 237 Ibs. Rivera from San Juan, Puerto Rico, split last season between High-A Greenville (3-1, 1.61 in 10
games, 6 starts) and Double-A Portland (1-5, 3.40 in 10 games, 9 starts). Eduardo was originally drafted in the 11% round by the
Athletics in 2021, he signed with the Red Sox as a free agent on June 12, 2024. In his Minor League career, Rivera is 8-16 with a 3.69
ERA in 65 games (40 starts) but he has struck out 271 batters in his 222 innings pitched.



Worcester has now made at least one player move during each of the last 13 days they have been scheduled to play from April 7-21
(23 moves total). The only days they have not been involved in a player transaction was during their last two off-days on Monday,
April 13 and yesterday, April 20.
