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Aug. 24: RubberDucks 5, Fisher Cats 2: Wuilfredo Antunez picked
up two hits and drove in two including an RBI triple while Khal
Stephen struck out two in his Guardians organization debut as Akron
earned the Sunday win and series split.

Today’s starting pitcher: Davis Sharpe makes his second start of
the season in a bullpen game for the RubberDucks on Tuesday.
Sharpe’s first professional start came back in a bullpen game for the
RubberDucks on July 6. The right-hander allowed two runs (one
earned) over three innings in that start. He pitched twice in the New
Hampshire series allowing one hit and striking out five over three
scoreless innings combined between the two games.

Playoff Picture: The RubberDucks enter Tuesday in third place in the
Eastern League Southwest Division second half race. Akron is two
games back and Harrisburg is a game back of Altoona with 18 games
left. Altoona holds the tiebreaker over Akron. The RubberDucks have
gone 14-5 since Aug. 3 to trim their division deficit from five games
back to two.

Win leaders: Trenton Denholm picked up his team leading 11th win
of the season in his piggyback appearance on Sunday. Those 11 wins
tie Denholm with Erie’s Garrett Burhenn and Binghamton’s Jack
Wenninger for the Eastern League lead in wins. Denholm’s 11
victories are second most in the Guardians organization behind
teammate Yorman Gémez, who has 12 wins between Akron and
Lake County this season. Akron newcomer Josh Hartle and recently
promoted to Columbus Tommy Mace are tied for third in the
Guardians organization with 10 wins. Akron’s 70 wins this season are
most in the Guardians organization and second most in the EL.

Clutch homers: Alfonsin Rosario has three home runs since joining
Akron. All three of those home runs have been two-run first inning
homers that have given Akron the lead. In total, Akron batters have hit
22 go-ahead home runs this season. Cooper Ingle led the team with
five before being promoted to Columbus. Jorge Burgos is second on
the team with four while Joe Lampe and Rosario each have three.

New Heights: The RubberDucks outfield is taking their defense to
new heights this season. Akron is fourth in the Eastern League in
outfield assists with 25. Only Portland (35), Hartford (31) and
Binghamton (28) have more. The RubberDucks have two outfielders
ranked in the top six of outfield assists entering Tuesday. Hartford’'s
Cole Carrigg (17) leads the EL followed by Joe Lampe (11),
Portland’s Allan Castro (9), Binghamton’s D’Andre Smith (8), and Guy
Lipscomb and Harrisburg’s Philip Glasser (7). Outfielder Jake Fox
has a 71-game errorless streak, which is third longest in the EL.

Those four home runs give him a Guardians organization leading 21
home runs this season. Alfonsin Rosario is second in the
organization with 19 homers between Akron and Lake County.
Wauilfredo Antunez’s 17 homers and Jorge Burgos’ 14 homers give
Akron four of the top five home run hitters in the Guardians
organization. Akron homered in five straight games from Aug. 14-19
with 10 home runs in that span. This was the second time this season
Akron has homered in five consecutive games (April 4-9).

Akron arms: Akron’s pitching staff enters Tuesday with the second-
best ERA in the EL and third best in Double-A at 3.49.

16 Akron batters have worked double digit
walks so far this season, and five have worked 40 or more walks.

Can’t start a fire without a spark: The RubberDucks are outscoring
opponents 72-44 in the first inning and 141-97 over the first two
innings this season. Akron is 55-14 when scoring first (second most
wins in the Eastern League when scoring first). The RubberDucks
batters have 196 hits the first time through the order this year.
