Lansing has committed only two errors
in five games against South Bend after committing just two errors in a six-game series last week at the Whitecaps.

On the Mound: Lansing’s pitching corps is first in the league in holds (19), first in fewest HBPs (13), first in fewest balks (3) and
second in fewest walks (136).

Closing in on History: The Kansas City Royals signed former Lugnut Rich Hill to a Minor League contract on Tuesday; if Hill reaches
the Majors, he'll play for his record-tying 14th different MLB team. The 45-year-old southpaw pitched for the Lugnuts 22 years ago,
going 0-1 with a 2.76 ERA in 15 appearances, 4 starts, striking out 50 batters in 29 1/3 innings. He allowed only 14 hits and zero
home runs, limiting the league to a .141 average, but walked 36 batters while tossed nine wild pitches.
