Tonight: The Lugnuts play the third in a six-game series through Sunday in Dayton, the third of 24 meetings this year between the two ballclubs. The Nuts have won the first two games of the series,
moving into a three-way tie atop the division with Dayton and Lake County. Right-hander Richard Guasch makes his second start of the season, opposing Dayton right-hander Graham Ashcraft.

Last Night: Lugnuts 7, Dragons 2. An important scenario that happened twice in the 6th inning: runners at 1st and 2nd base, none out, and a new reliever coming in. In the top of the 6th, Dayton
reliever Jake Gilbert allowed both of his inherited runners to score, breaking a scoreless deadlock. In the bottom of the 6th, Lansing reliever Michael Danielak inherited the same situation and
escaped unscathed. The Lugnuts went on to add three more runs in the 7th and two in the 8th to cruise to victory. Six different Nuts drove in a run in the winning cause.

1 and 2 in the High-A Central: Dayton’s offense ranks 1st in the league in batting average (.258), slugging (.423), hits (69), runs (46) and home runs (10) -- but the Lugnuts are right there with
the Dragons, leading the league in doubles (25, second-most in MiLB behind Lynchburg’s 27) and total bases (114) while ranking 2nd in hits (66), batting average (.243) and slugging (.419).
The Nuts also lead the league in pitching ERA (2.47), innings pitched (73.0), fewest walks (19), fewest home runs allowed (3) and GO/AO ratio (2.07, best in all of Minor League Baseball).

What’s New in 2021: Entering this season, the Lugnuts’ stadium name changed from Cooley Law School Stadium to Jackson® Field™, the Nuts moved up to the High-A Central, and they ac-
cepted an invitation to affiliate with the Oakland Athletics, the Nuts’ fourth MLB partner, following the Kansas City Royals (1996-98), Chicago Cubs (1999-2004) and Blue Jays (2005-2020). The
Athletics had previously partnered with Lugnuts rivals Burlington (1963-1974, 2011-2012), West Michigan (1994-1996), Kane County (1993-2010) and Beloit (2013-2020).

Meet the Boss: Scott Steinmann is the 16th manager in Lugnuts team history. Born in Dayton, Steinmann joins the Lugnuts after three straight seasons
assigned to manage Double-A Midland (though the 2020 season was canceled). Steinmann previously managed against the Lugnuts with Wisconsin (2005),
Clinton (2009, 2014-15) and Beloit (2017).

Familiar Settings: 14 of the 30 Lugnuts players came through the Midwest League in Beloit on their way up the Athletics’ ladder, and coaching staff members
Scott Steinmann, Don Schulze and Anthony Phillips all have experience in the league.

A Trio of Michiganders: Max Schuemann (Portage Northern H.S.) is the first Lugnut from Eastern Michigan University, and Jeff Criswell (Portage Central
H.S.) and Jack Weisenburger (Rockford H.S.) are the fourth and fifth Michigan Wolverines to play in Lansing (following Troy Miller, Jake Fox and Rich Hill).

Finally: Pitchers Jeff Criswell, Stevie Emanuels and Shohei Tomioka, catchers Jared McDonald, Drew Millas and William Simoneit, first baseman Patrick
McColl, and outfielders Michael Guldberg and Jake Suddleson are all making their pro debut this season.

Front Office Connections: Lugnuts pitching coach Don Schulze was drafted 11th overall by the Chicago Cubs in 1980, 12 picks before Oakland Executive
Vice President of Baseball Operations Billy Beane was drafted by the New York Mets. Lugnuts first baseman Patrick McColl set a new Harvard baseball single
season record with 70 hits in 2019, breaking the previous record held by Athletics General Manager David Forst.
