The Express took an early 4-0 lead
over the first two innings. DH Nick Solak scored RF
Zach Reks with a single in the first. In the second,
1B Elier Hernandez came home on a balk before CF
Bubba Thompson hit a two-run dinger. A three-run
bottom of the second trimmed the E-Train lead to
4-3 as the Isotopes hit two singles and two triples.
Albuquerque RF Ryan Vilade tied the game at four
in the fourth with a single that scored CF Wynton
Bernard. In the fifth, LF Scott Schebler hit an RBI
groundout to give the Isotopes a 5-4 lead. Two
runs in both the sixth and seventh innings extended
Albuquerque's lead to 9-6 after Thompson and LF
Willie Calhoun scored for Round Rock in the top of
the seventh. Thompson and 3B Josh Smith tied the
game at nine in the eighth inning as they knocked
back-to-back bombs for the Express. Bernard
responded for the Isotopes with a two-run blast of
his own while 1B Elehuris Montero added one more
insurance run in the bottom of the frame. The three
runs brought Albuguerque’s lead to 12-9, which
held to be final.

Pozo has now
driven in at least one run during his last five outings
for seven total and a streak that is the longest
active RBI streak in the PCL.
