STOCKTON STARTING PITCHER: Nathan Dettmer returns 
to the mound on opening day for the Ports, after being 
limited to just 9.2 innings last season when bone spurs in 
his right elbow cut short his 2024 campaign. In his college 
career, Dettmer appeared in 48 games with Texas A&M, 
with 43 starts, posting 
a 10-8 record with 182 strikeouts, and a 5.13 ERA in 200 
innings pitched. 

The San Antonio native -- and former 5th round pick -- also pitched for the 
Savannah Bananas of the Coastal Plain League, just as they were beginning 
their transition inot the Harlem Globetrotters of baseball, working in eight 
games, including six starts. He posted a 6-0 record for the Bananas with a 
1.63 ERA, 1.084 WHIP and 24 strikeouts in 27.2 innings.

FRESNO STARTING PITCHER: The Grizzlies will also feature a starting pitcher 
returning from an elbow injury, as Jackson Cox missed all of last season due 
to Tommy John surgery, after injuring the elbow on July 9, 2023. The former 
2nd-round pick is ranked as high the #26 prospect in the Rockies organization 
by MLB pipeline and #25 by Baseball America.

He was limited to 31 innings over 10 games and nine starts before the injury, 
posting a 7.26 ERA with 20 BBs and 32 Ks.

It opened on April 28, 2005, when 
the Ports defeated the San Jose 
Giants, 7-4, in a sold-out crowd of 
5,287 fans.
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#19 Javier Godard, MANAGER
Javier Godard enters his second season at the helm at Stockton, and previously 
served as hitting coach for Midland in 2023 and Lansing from 2021-22. He began 
his professional coaching career as a member of the Stockton staff in 2019 and was 
named hitting coach for Beloit in 2020, prior to the cancellation of the minor league 
season.

Originally signed as an international free agent on Jan. 30, 2013, by the Oakland A’s, 
Godard went on to play six seasons of affiliated baseball with the club. 

He played three years in the Dominican Summer League before coming to the Unit-
ed States in 2016. His best season came in 2015 when he batted .277 with 16 dou-
bles and 22 RBI in 59 games for the DSL A’s. He also pitched twice, going 1-0 with no 
runs in 2 1/3 IP. He fielded .986 at 2B and .963 at 3B and saw a little action at every

#35 JIM GOTT
PITCHING COACH

Jim Gott joins the Ports as pitching coach after serving in 
the same role for the Arizona A’s in 2024 and the DSL A’s 
in 2023. Prior to that, he was a pitching coach in the MLB 
Draft League for State College (2022) and Williamsport 
(2021). Gott was selected by the St. Louis Cardinals in the 
fourth round of the 1977 MLB Draft and made his MLB 
debut on April 9, 1982, with the Blue Jays after being 
selected as the first pick fo the Rule 5 Draft by Toronto. 
Over his 14-year playing career, he also pitched for the 
San Francisco Giants, Pittsburgh Pirates, and Los Angeles 
Dodgers, compiling a win–loss record of 56–74, an earned 
run average of 3.87, and 91 saves.He served as the bullpen 
coach for the Philadelphia Phillies from 2018 through 2020. 
He previously worked in the Los Angeles Angels organiza-
tion as a pitching coach for their Arizona League affiliate 
(2011) and as minor league pitching coordinator (2012-17).

Ron Witmeyer returns to Stockton for hi second 
season as the hitting coach, a role he previously held 
in Lansing in 2023. Originally drafted by the A’s in the 
seventh round of the 1988 First-Year Player Draft, 
he has coached at every level of baseball since the 
end of his five-year playing career, including multiple 
stops at the collegiate level. His coaching career 
began at Stanford University, his alma mater, in 1994, 
followed by stints as head coach at City College of 
San Francisco and as an assistant coach at Cal. 
In 2007, Witmeyer opened the first of two Frozen 
Ropes San Diego Baseball and Softball Training Cen-
ters, and from 2015-20, he was also the head coach 
at the Bishop’s School in La Jolla. In 2021, Witmeyer 
was the manager of the independent Martinez 
Sturgeon, and most recently, he served as head coach 
at Marymount California University for the 2021-22 
season.

5 O’CLOCK DOCK
For every Friday home game, the Ports dress in their alternate Navy Blue hats and jerseys. 
Introduced in November of 2012, the alternate look is known as “5 O’Clock Dock”, a concept 
representative of the people of the City of Stockton.

The animated tattooed stevdore character, named 5 O’Clock Dock, serves as the centerpiece 
of the likeness and is emblazoned on the uniform set’s caps. It reprepsents the 9-to-5, blue-collar workers that make up a 
large and integral part of the Stockton community. A staple crop in the area, the asparagus spear is another tribute to the 
region; Stockton plays host to the annual San Joaquin Asparagus Festival and the Ports simultaneously host Asparagus Night 
at Banner Island Ballpark. The lettering featured on the jersey front is another nautical tribute, with ship riveting coloring 
the letters in “Stockton” against a navy-blue background.

“This is truly an exciting way for the Ports to re-affirm our commitment to Stockton,” Team President Pat Filippone said. 
“We feel this new logo embodies the rich history and can-do attitude of our city.”

From Baseball America: He attacks hitters with a three-quarter slot from the first base side of the rubber and has a three-pitch mix. His fastball averaged 93 mph and touched 
96. Was a lower-spin heater with sinking and running action that creates more groundball contact than whiffs up in the zone. He’s always generated a groundball rate higher 
than 50% with Texas A&M, and that was again the case in 2023. His breaking ball 
previously blended in shape and varied from an upper-70s curve to a low-80s 
slurvy slider, but he added more power to the breaking ball and it now has mid-
80s velocity with three-quarter shape and generated a 36% whiff rate. He has a 
low-to-mid-80s changeup as well that’s more frequently used against lefties.
