Jacksonville has gone 16-10 in their last 25 contests, mainly
behind some dominant pitching and defense. During this
span, the Jumbo Shrimp have ceded four runs or fewer

in 18 of those 26 affairs. Since this run began on June 7,
Jacksonville leads all of Triple-A in runs allowed (95) and
ERA (3.34) while ranking second in WHIP (1.33), fifth in
batting average against (.244), OPS against (.734) and fewest
hits allowed (212), respectively.

QUIT PLAYING GAMES WITH MY START

Jacksonwville starting pitchers have yielded three earned
runs or fewer in 22 of the last 25 games, with 18 of those
starts resulting in two earned runs or fewer charged to a
Jumbo Shrimp lid-lifter, and nine being scoreless. During
this stretch, Jumbo Shrimp starting pitchers have ceded only
45 runs, 40 earned, on 103 hits (8.7 H/9) in 106.1 innings
for a 3.39 ERA. Jacksonville starters have combined for 100
strikeouts (8.5 K/9) against 44 walks (3.7 BB/9) during this
stretch. Rather remarkably, the Jumbo Shrimp have started
14 different pitchers over these 25 contests.

LITTLE GUY, BIG RESULTS

Over his first 11 games in Triple-A, Javier Sanoja was

just 6-for-39 (.154) at the plate. However, the 5-foot-7
