April 17: RubberDucks 6, SeaWolves 3: CJ Kayfus and Travis
Bazzana drove in five runs as the RubberDucks picked up the win.

Today’s starting pitcher: Aaron Davenport makes his third start of
the season. The right-hander tossed five scoreless innings with five
strikeouts in his last start against Altoona. The right-hander faced Erie
four times in the regular season last year going 1-0 with a 3.00 ERA
and 23 strikeouts over 21 innings.

Kayfus Player of the Week: CJ Kayfus earned Eastern League
Player of the Week honors for Week 3 (April 7-13) after batting .556
(10-for-18) with six runs scored, three RBI, two triples, a double and a
home run in five games played against Altoona. This stellar week
included a 4-for-5 performance on April 9 where Kayfus finished a
triple shy of the cycle in Akron’s 13-1 win. Overall in 2025, Kayfus has
played in 11 games and has hit safely in all 11 while batting .452 with
a home run, two doubles, four triples and 10 RBI with five multi-hit
games.

Triple the fun: The Akron RubberDucks hit nine triples against
Altoona at Canal Park in their first home series of the season. Travis
Bazzana (three) and CJ Kayfus (two) each had multiple triples while
Jorge Burgos, Joe Lampe, Alex Mooney and Jake Fox added
triples of their own. Akron’s 12 team triples on the year are the most in
MLB or MILB in 2025. Despite the 12 triples on the season, three
RubberDucks (Bazzana on 4/5, Kayfus on 4/9 and Dayan Frias on
4/13) have each finished a triple shy of the cycle in a game. Akron hit
31 triples during the 2024 season.

Starting Fast: The Akron RubberDucks 5-0 start tied the 2016
RubberDucks for the third best start to a season in franchise history.
Only the 2021 RubberDucks (6-0) and 1993 Canton-Akron Indians (9-
0) started a season better. With their loss on April 10, the
RubberDucks became the last team in the Eastern League to suffer
their first defeat of the season.

Burgos Blasts: Jorge Burgos is showing off early power in 2025.
The oultfielder launched a home run in each of Akron’s first four
games. He became the fourth Akron player to homer in four straight
games since 2005 (Micah Pries in 2022, Carlos Santana in 2009 and
Kevin Kouzmanoff in 2006). No Akron player since 2005 has hit a
home run in five straight games. In eight Spring Training games for
the Guardians in 2025, Burgos launched two home runs, a double and
a triple. This 2025 power continues a power surge that started in 2024
when Burgos hit 18 homers between Akron and Lake County after his
previous season-high of seven home runs in 2023.

RubberDucks travel to SeaWolves: Akron and Erie will face off for
the first of four meetings between the two clubs and first of two
meetings at UPMC Park in 2025. The clubs split the regular season
series 9-9 and Erie won the playoff series 2-1.

Not terrible twos: Greg DiCenzo returns for his second season as
manager of the RubberDucks after guiding Akron to 80 wins and a
playoff appearance in 2024. Four of Akron’s six championships have
been won by second year managers (Brad Komminsk in 2003, Mike
Sarbaugh in 2009, Chris Tremie in 2012 and Rouglas Odor in 2021).
Seven of the 11 managers to return to Akron for a second season
have made the playoffs in year two at the helm.

Moving around the diamond: Tyresse Turner and Jorge Burgos
have each taken the field at new positions in 2025. Burgos, normally
an outfielder, has played multiple games at first base for the first time
in his career. This season, he has lined up at three different spots on
the field and DH. Turner has also lined up at first base in 2025 as well
as center field (first career start in CF), left field, second base and DH.

Bazzana to the future: Travis Bazzana is off to a hot start with the
RubberDucks in 2025. The infielder picked up 11 hits in his first eight
games including his first Double-A home run as part of his first
professional four hit game on April 5 in Richmond. He also swiped two
bases in the season opening win on April 4. The No. 1 overall pick in
the 2024 MLB Draft out of Oregon State became the first No. 1 overall
draft pick in Guardians franchise history and the first Australian born
player to be selected 1st in the MLB Draft. His selection at No. 1
overall made him the 12th player selected first in the draft by one of
the big three professional sports teams in Cleveland (Browns 5 picks
at No. 1 and Cavaliers 6 picks at No. 1). After the draft Bazzana
played 27 regular season games for High-A Lake County batting .238
with three home runs and 12 RBI. He played in all five playoff games
for the Captains, helping them to the 2024 Midwest League
championship. Bazzana is the fifth Australian born player to wear an
Akron uniform.
