SYSTEM RESTART: Black will be making his 2nd start of the season after appearing in 28 games
between the Majors and Minors out of the bullpen ... he started 24 of his 30 appearances in Triple-A
with the Sacramento River Cats last season and pitched 5.0+ innings in 13 of those 24 starts.
