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May 24: Senators 5-3, RubberDucks 1-0: Alex Mooney and Juan
Benjamin each recorded two hit games in Akron’s game one loss by
a final of 5-1. Dylan DeLucia allowed just one run over five innings
while striking out four in the 3-0 game two loss. Akron was swept in
their first doubleheader of the season on Sunday.

Today’s starter: Justin Campbell takes the mound on Tuesday
afternoon. The right-hander is coming off a loss last Wednesday in
Harrisburg after allowing two runs over four innings while striking out
four. He is facing Richmond for the second time since being promoted
to Akron. Back on May 8 at CarMax Park, Campbell fired four
scoreless innings with a career-high five strikeouts in a no-decision.

Important series: The Akron RubberDucks enter Tuesday’s series
opener against first place Richmond 6.5 games back of the Flying
Squirrels. This is the last time the two clubs will meet in the first half of
the season. After the series concludes on Sunday, there will be just
three weeks left in the first half of the season.

Red hot Ducks: The Akron RubberDucks are playing better baseball
as of late. Akron has won eight of its last 12 games and nine of its last
14. The RubberDucks moved from fourth place in the Southwest
Division to in sole possession of second place and picked up a game
and a half on front running Richmond in that 12-game stretch. In the
last 12 games, Akron has scored 52 runs on 86 hits with 31 of those
hits going for extra bases. RubberDucks pitchers are working to a
3.39 ERA with 105 strikeouts in those 12 games.

Tale of two locations: Akron is an impressive 16-5 record at 7 17

stolen bases in Akron. On the mound at 7 17 Credit Union Park, the
RubberDucks staff is working to a 2.95 ERA with 204 strikeouts over
186.0 innings. On the road this season, Akron is 9-15. The Ducks staff
is working to a 4.97 ERA and 218 strikeouts over 202.2 innings. At the
plate, Akron hitters are batting .208 with 112 runs scored, 31 doubles,
six triples, 16 home runs, 100 RBI and 27 stolen bases.

Walk this way: After leading the Eastern League and ranking fourth
in all of Double-A in walks in 2025, the RubberDucks batters are once
again showing impressive patience in 2026. Akron’s 227 walks rank
first in the Eastern League and fourth in Double-A this season. 11
players have worked double digit walks in 2026 for the RubberDucks,
including Nick Mitchell, who leads the active RubberDucks roster and
is third in the Eastern League in walks with 30 free passes this
season. Mitchell has worked nine walks in the last two series.

Pitching power: The Akron RubberDucks are second in Double-A
and first in the Eastern League in ERA with a 4.01 ERA. The Ducks
staff have 422 strikeouts over 388.2 innings pitched. The
RubberDucks tossed their fifth shutout of the season on Thursday
night, which is the most in the Eastern League. Akron pitchers appear
in the Eastern League top 10 in ERA, wins, strikeouts, starts, games,
saves, innings pitched and average against.
