Today’s Game
The Fightin Phils remain home and finish a six-game series, and nine-game homestand, tonight against the Binghamton Rumble Ponies, Double-A affiliate of 
the New York Mets. It is the final-of-17 matchups between the teams this season and last-of-12 at FirstEnergy Stadium. The Rumble Ponies hold an 11-5 edge in 
the season-series after taking four-of-six from Reading in April at FirstEnergy Stadium and three-of-five from the R-Phils in May at Mirabito Stadium.

Game 93 Recap
The Rumble Ponies clinched a series victory over the Fightin Phils with a dominant 9-2 win on Saturday night. Griff McGarry cruised through the first inning 
and worked out of trouble in the second. But, walks and singles issued by McGarry opened the door for a five-run top of the third inning for Binghamton. Mc-
Garry lasted just 2.2 innings and allowed five runs on four hits, with five walks and two strikeouts in the loss. John McMillon stopped the bleeding in the third 
and fired a scoreless fourth inning to keep the deficit at 5-0. Reading tacked on two runs in the bottom of the fourth on an error by Jett Williams at second base 
and Paul McIntosh grounded into a double play, which plated a second run. The Rumble Ponies tacked on another run in the fifth off Eiberson Castellano, who 
was making his first appearance sine May 29, to make it 6-2. Andrew Walling followed with two-scoreless innings, but Andrew Bechtold allowed a three-run 
home run to Ryan Clifford in the top of the eighth to make it 9-2. Tommy McCollum fired a 1-2-3 ninth inning, but the bats were not able to get anything going 
after the two-run fourth inning as Reading dropped their fourth-straight game on Saturday night.

It’s Miller Time
Phillies No. 2 Prospect Aidan Miller is alone in first in the Eastern League with 37 stolen bases on the season. Miller also ranks first in the Phillies minor leagues 
with his 37 stolen bases on the season. Thursday was the ninth time this season that Miller had two stolen bases in a game. After his 37th stolen base on 	
Thursday, Miller has stolen the most bases in a season by a R-Phil since Quintin Berry stole 48 in 2009. The last Fightin Phil to steal 30+ in a season was Johan 
Rojas in 2023 and the last to swipe 31 or more in a year was Roman Quinn in 2016.

Mashing McIntosh
Paul McIntosh stayed red-hot at the plate with another hit on Saturday. The catcher is on an 11-game hitting streak dating back to July 3 and is slashing 
.462/.523/.692 (1.215 OPS), with six doubles, one home run and six RBI over the streak. His 11-game hitting streak is the second longest by a Fightin Phil this 
season, only trailing a 12-game one from Keaton Anthony. He’s also currently riding a 15-game on-base streak, dating back to June 21, and has a .525 on-base 
percentage over that stretch. McIntosh’s 11-game hitting streak is tied for the second-longest active hitting streak in the Eastern League and his 15-game on-base 
streak is the third-longest active on-base streak in the league.

Hendry Keeps Hitting
Hendry Mendez snapped a season-long six-game hitting streak on Saturday night, that dated back to July 12. Over the streak, Mendez slashed .474/.565/.632 
(1.197 OPS) with just two strikeouts over 19 at bats. Mendez enters play tonight holding the following Eastern League rankings: 3rd AVG (.289), 5th OBP 
(.374), 9th OPS (.804) and 8th hits (82). Amongst all Phillies Minor Leaguers, Mendez is 4th in AVG (.289), 8th RBI (42), 4th OBP (.374), 6th SLG (.430), 5th 
OPS (.804), 5th hits (82), T-2nd 3B (3) and 8th in total bases (122).

Hall of Fame Weekend
Three the the five members being inducted into the Baseball Hall of Fame this weekend have played games in Reading before. Dick Allen never played for the 
R-Phils, but played at America’s Classic Ballpark in an exhibition game with the Phillies at Reading on May 29, 1975. Dave Parker played at Reading from May 
11-13, 1971, when with the Waterbury Pirates. CC Sabathia pitched at Reading on June 14, 2000, with the Akron Aeros. Billy Wagner pitched on game for the 
R-Phils on June 6, 2004, but it was on the road at Trenton. In total, 46 of the 351 members of the Baseball Hall of Fame have played at least one game on the field 
at America’s Classic Ballpark, which means that 13% of all Hall of Famers have come through Reading at some point in their professional career. 

This Day in Baseballtown History
July 27, 2016: At Reading, Binghamton’s last visit to Reading as the B-Mets ends in a lopsided win for the Fightin Phils.  Scott Kingery (3-for-4, RBI, 3 R) swats 
his first Double-A homer in the 11-3 Reading victory.  Jorge Aflaro is 4-for-5 with 3 RBIs, Jake Fox drills 2 solo homers and Christian Marrero goes 1-for-2 with 
a double, 3 walks, an RBI and 4 R runs.

Ponies Rumbling Into Baseballtown
Binghamton enters play today with a 63-30 overall record and 18-8 mark in the second half, which is in first place in the Eastern League’s Northeast Division. 
The Rumble Ponies captured a first-half championship and qualified for the Eastern League postseason in September. Binghamton took two-of-three games at 
New Hampshire last weekend and after this week, Binghamton returns home to host Harrisburg. Binghamton’s roster features 10 of the New York Mets’ top-30 
prospects: Jett Williams (1), Jonah Tong (2), Carson Benge (4), Jacob Reimer (6), Ryan Clifford (7), Jonathan Santucci (13), Jack Wenninger (14), Nick Morabito 
(15), Anthony Nunez (18) and Chris Suero (21).

Ponies Pitcher
Righty, and Mets’ No. 14 prospect, Jack Wenninger makes the start tonight for Binghamton. Over 18 starts this season, Wenninger is 8-6, with a 2.96 ERA (30 
ER, 91. IP). Last Sunday at New Hampshire, Wenninger allowed two-earned runs over 4.2 innings in a no-decision. Over two starts against Reading this season, 
Wenninger is 1-0, with a 4.09 ERA (5 ER, 11.0 IP).Wenninger split 2024 between St. Lucie (A) and Brookyln (A+), going 4-6, with a 4.30 ERA over 25 appear-
ances. The 23-year old was a sixth round pick by the Mets out of Illinois in 2023. He pitched for Murray State in 2021 and Illinois from 2022-23.
