•	 Finishing Strong: The Augusta GreenJackets finished off their series 

against the Delmarva Shorebirds by taking five of the six games including the 
final three. The bats were reignited against the Shorebirds as Augusta collect-
ed 60 hits in the series with 23 of them being of the extra-base variety. 

•	 Back on the Road: The GreenJackets hit the road for a six-game series 
against Carolina. Augusta played their first nine games on the road and 
finished 4-5 on their opening road trip with the first four losses all being via 
walk-offs.

•	 Power Surge: Coming into the series against Delmarva, the GreenJackets 
hit just one home run in the previous 12 games but that changed in the latest 
home series as Augusta blasted 6 in the last week including 3 in Sunday's win, 
which matched their season-high from April 9 at Columbia when they also hit 
3.

•	 The Month of Durbin: Caleb Durbin finished the month of April as 
the top offensive performer for the GreenJackets as the 14th round pick from 
2021 slashed .344/.456/.500 in the opening month while he currently leads 
the Carolina League with 7 doubles, and is a perfect 12/12 stealing bases.

•	 Out for Revenge: The GreenJackets and Mudcats meet up for their only 
meetings versus one another this week and Augusta looks to settle score after 
Carolina handled Augusta in all six of their match ups in 2021 in Zebulon.

His first 4 outings were starts before transitioning to his more natural position as a bullpen arm where he settled in with a 3.55 ERA in 9 appearances and 15.2 innings. Did not pitch in 
2020 due to COVID-19 Pandemic.

College: Began college career at Pfeiffer University in Misenheimer, North Carolina. Finished his freshman season with a 2.08 ERA in 16 outings all in relief. He collected a team-best

Owens finished the season with a 7.07 ERA and an 0-3 record with a small sample size as his season 
came to end after one month as he was placed on the injured list on June 10 and never returned after that.

Career: Drafted by the Atlanta Braves in the 13th round of the 2019 MLB Draft. Spent the ensuing season split between the GCL Braves and the Rookie affiliate Danville where he 
finished the season with a combined 0-3 record with a 4.23 ERA in 10 appearances and 9 starts that covered 27.1 innings. Collected 32 strikeouts throughout the course of the year with 
12 walks while holding opponents to an impressive .184 batting average against him.

Was used almost exclusively as a reliever making 26 appearances with one of those being a short start against Myrtle Beach on July 10 where he dealt 3 innings to begin 
the game. Had a tough start to the season as he allowed earned runs in all 4 of his outings in May but started to settle-in towards the end of the season. Pena finished the year with a 3.35 
ERA in the months of August and September combined and started to get a feel for his stuff during that stretch with 23 strikeouts in the two months in 16.1 innings, earning him a 12.8 
K/9 during that run.

Career: Signed by the Braves as an international free agent in 2017 from the Dominican Republic. Following his signing, the Braves designated him to the Dominican Summer League 
where he pitched well with a 3.96 ERA in 15 appearances and 25 innings all out of the bullpen. Earned a promotion to the GCL Braves in the 2018 where he continued to work exclusively 
out of the bullpen.
