
TODAY'S GAME / OPPOSING STARTER: The Curve hook up with Richmond for their first series of the season, it is the lone 
series in the first half between the two clubs.

Seth Lonsway starts game two for Richmond. Lonsway made his final start of the 2024 season against Altoona, tossing six 
innings and allowing only two unearned runs on August 1 before missing the rest of the season with an injury. Drafted in the 
6th round out of THE Ohio State University in 2021, Lonsway features a riding fastball in the low-90's and a quality curveball, 
helping him post quality strikeout (22.4 K%) and walk (9.3 BB%) numbers, he enters today 10th in the EL with a 3.25 ERA and 
ranks 7th with 61.0 IP.

PLEASE, NO MORE RAIN: Altoona's series with Richmond to wrap up the first half has been marked by rain. After a postpone-
ment on Tuesday, the team's sat through a 1:34 delay in the middle of the 8th inning on Wednesday and could only manage to 
play two innings because of field conditions in the scheduled doubleheader on Thursday. The Curve have had seven postpone-
ments this season, all coming in the last five weeks (Since May 15). Eight other games this season have had a rain delay this 
season, giving the Curve 15 rain-affected dates in their 65 games played this season.

WEATHERFORD BOYS: The Curve roster features two Weatherford, TX natives in Beau Burrows and Brenden Dixon. Burrows, 
who signed with the Pirates on May 12 out of the Mexican League has tossed 4 scoreless outings with Altoona allowing just 1 
hit and 1 walk with 10 strikeouts in 6.0 innings.

Dixon is batting .333/.438/.513/.951 OPS in his last 14 games, recording four multi-hit games since May 27. He's reached base 
safely in 11-of-his-last-14 games.

WE'RE AT THE DOTEL HOTEL: Starter Wilber Dotel has used a vastly improved splitter this season to become a true strikeout 
artist. This season, he holds a 21.1% K-BB%, he recorded an 11.2% mark in 2024 with Greensboro. Dotel holds a career-best 
K/9 rate (10.92) and has dropped his BB/9 from 4.57 in 2024 to 2.95 in 2025. He has struck out at least 7 batters in a start 7 
times in 13 starts. Following his start on June 18, he ranks 3rd in the Eastern League in strikeouts (74), 6th in IP (61.0), T-1st 
in GS (13), 9th in BAA (.226), 8th in WHIP (1.18). 

PEACH SEASON: Infielder Kervin Pichardo is one of the true Erie killers. In his last six games he's 6-for-20 with 1 2B, 1 3B, 
2 HR, 7 RBI, sporting a .920 OPS. Pichardo has taken a particular interest in killing the SeaWolves in his career, in 27 career 
games against Erie, Pichardo is batting .321/.378/.621 with 5 HR and 16 RBI.

WE BANG WE BANG: The Curve rocked three homers in their 10-6 win over Erie on Thursday, June 12 at PNG Field. Imanol 
Vargas and Hudson Head hit their first homers of the season after Jack Brannigan started the scoring in the third inning. Co-
incidentally, all three homers hit by the Curve were two-run shots. Thursday's outburst was the most home runs by the club 
since May 23, 2024 at Erie when the team rocked five homers in an 11-5 win.  

THE TERMINATOR AGES: Infielder Termarr Johnson, who has not yet faced a pitcher younger than him in his professional 
career, has reached base safely in 45-of-58 games played this year. Johnson has picked up a hit in 24-of-38 games since May 1 
recording 11 extra-base hits and 13 RBI in that time. 

Prior to turning 21 on June 11, Johnson played 67 games at Double-A, the third-most by a player under the age of 21 in fran-
chise history. Andrew McCutchen (138 games) and Jose Tabata (83 games) are the only players in franchise history to play 
more games than Johnson before their 21st birthday.

ITALIANISSIMO: Righty Alessandro Ercolani has dialed in throughout his first trip through the Eastern League. In 7 of his 12 
starts this season, he's allowed 1 run or fewer. Held under 70 pitches in all but 2 outings this season, Ercolani is working on 
the best walk rate of his career, walking only 14 in 43.2 IP. His 2.89 BB/9 innings is the best mark of his career.

WE'LL SEE THEM ALL: For the first time since the 2019 season and the creation of the six-game series, the Curve will face 
every team in the Eastern League this season. Altoona will face New Hampshire and Binghamton on the road only, while 
Hartford and Reading will only play the Curve at PNG Field.

Every member of San Marino's population could fit into every MLB stadium, including MLB's smallest - the Cleveland 
Guardians' Progressive Field, which holds 34,830... Picked up baseball at age six after a friend of his enrolled in the sport, noting in an interview with MLB.
com's Michael Clair in 2024 that seeing stadiums filled with screaming fans in the U.S. caught his eye... Suited up for Italy's U15 National Team... Got his 
Italian passport at age 12 so that he could participate in the Italian National Team's development programs... Was Listed on Team Italy's provisional roster 
for the 2023 World Baseball Classic, but did not appear in the tournament...
