BEAR TRACKS TO VISALIA: Fresno heads into the final nine games of the first half looking 
to gain ground in the North Division race, and the Grizzlies have already handled business 
against Visalia this season. In the first season in which a trophy is at stake for the winner of the 
Highway 99 Rivalry, Fresno owns a 6-3 record against the Rawhide, outscoring Visalia 66-49 
while hitting .303 with an .861 OPS across the first nine meetings. The Grizzlies have also held 
the Rawhide to a .233 average and a .718 OPS in the season series.

BRITO BETTER THAN EVER: Roldy Brito has been a tough matchup for Visalia all season. 
The switch-hitting infielder is batting .405 (17-for-42) against the Rawhide with four doubles, 
10 RBI and a 1.014 OPS, well above his already impressive season line of .326/.368/.502 
(.870 OPS). Brito enters the series ranked second in the California League in hits (78) and tied 
for first in runs scored (49).

RAWHIDE AND SEEK: Fresno’s pitching staff has quietly controlled the season series against 
Visalia. In nine meetings, Grizzlies pitchers have held the Rawhide to a .233 batting average 
and .718 OPS while recording 95 strikeouts in 81.0 innings. The strikeout rate against Visalia 
(10.6 K/9) is notably higher than Fresno’s overall season mark, and the Rawhide have been 
limited to just 49 runs in the first nine games of the series. With nine games left in the first half, 
the Grizzlies will look to keep Visalia hitters searching for answers.

WALK THIS WAY: Matt Klein has found his groove against Visalia. The left-handed hitter 
is batting just .175 overall this season, but against the Rawhide he’s reached base at a .520 
clip, going 3-for-15 with nine walks, five RBI and a .987 OPS in six games. Klein’s patience 
has been a key factor in a Fresno offense that leads the California League with 278 walks and 
ranks third in runs scored.
