Mr. Cohen is also an avid philanthropist and has founded and holds active leadership roles in several
nonprofit organizations.

Mr. Cohen and his wife, Alexandra, founded the Steven & Alexandra Cohen Foundation in
2001. The Foundation is committed to achieving lasting and. meaningful change through
commitments to children’s health, education, veterans, and the arts. He created Cohen
Veterans. Network. and Cohen Veterans Bioscience in.. 2015 to. improve .the mental
healthcare, treatment, and quality of life for veterans and their families.

He serves on the Board of Trustees at the Museum of Contemporary Art (MOCA).in Los Angeles, the
Emeritus Board of the Robin Hood Foundation, and the Museum of Modern Art (MoMA) Board of Trust-
ees.

Mr. Cohen received a BS in economics from the University of Pennsylvania’s Wharton School. He
began his investing career at Gruntal & Co. in New York, where he managed proprietary capital for 14
years before starting his own investment business.

The league comes stock with National League East foes on a minor league level.
Yes, the Staten Island Yankees are no longer a rival, but the Yankees of tomorrow
have move to Hudson Valley today. The Philadelphia Phillies affiliate sits in Jersey
Shore with the Blue Claws, and the Washington Nationals play as Wilmington Blue
Rocks. The rivals all over are about to begin. Tough battles and great memories will
be forged in Brooklyn only to be made larger in a few years at the Major League
level.

Many Brooklyn Cyclones from 2001-2019 have made the big leagues. These new
High-A Brooklyn Cyclones can be expected to produce more big leaguers at a
much more fervent pace.
