Last Time Out... Seven BlueClaws had at least two hits — Keaton Anthony had four incluidng a home run —as the
BlueClaws rolled to a 15-0 win over Aberdeen on Thursday night at Leidos Field...Troy Schreffler had two hits and the
first 3-stolen base game by a BlueClaw this season...Pierce Bennett had two hits including a three-run double...Luke
Russo threw six scoreless innings to earn the win.

Anthony, Dissin Promoted to Reading...Keaton Anthony, who had four hits in his final BlueClaws game on Thursday,
was promoted to Reading on Friday along with Jordan Dissin...Anthony finished his BlueClaws career at .356 after
arriving on June 26" from Clearwater...He added four home runs and 45 RBIs in 205 at bats and 53 games
played...Dissin led the BlueClaws with nine home runs and was second in the league in throwing out 32 potential
base-stealers defensively.

A Studpendous Season...Anthony’s .356 batting average is the third best in BlueClaws history (min 200 at bats) behind
Chris Duffy’s .384 in 2012 and Michael Taylor’s .361 in 2008...While he didn’t have enough at bats to qualify for the
SAL or the FSL League title (he hit .322 with Clearwater), he does for the overall MiLB crown, and Anthony’s combined
batting average this season is third best in the minors among qualified hitters (Chandler Simpson of the Rays leads at
356).

Awards Wednesday...Aidan Miller was named South Atlantic League Player of the Month for August (hit .299 with 3
HRs and a .906 OPS) and Hendry Mendez was named Phillies Minor League Player of the Month for August (hit .352
with a .957 OPS)...Miller was the first BlueClaw to win SAL Player of the Week since the BlueClaws became a High-A

Viars Smashes First BlueClaws Home Run...Jordan Viars hit a two run home run on Tuesday, his first home run with the BlueClaws...It was the 24" of Viars’ career and 13
of the season — he hit 12 with Clearwater before joining the BlueClaws on July 15", three days before his 21 birthday...Viars hit three home runs in a May 30" win over

Lakeland with Clearwater, adding nine RBIs...He was a 3 round pick in 2021 from Rick Reedy High School (TX).

Mendez Mashing...Hendry Mendez had four hits on Saturday, his second four-hit game of the season (July 6") and is
