A Perfect Start...Aidan Miller (out this weekend to play in the MLB Futures Game) had two hits on Thursday, both RBI
singles to drive in Futures Game teammate Justin Crawford...Miller joined the BlueClaws on June 11" and has two
Jersey Shore home runs — one on Father’s Day and one on July 4"...He had five with Clearwater before his
promotion...He was hitting .275 with five home runs, 26 RBIs, 16 doubles, and 10 stolen bases with Clearwater before
his promotion...His .483 SLG and his .884 OPS were both second in the Florida State League at the time of his
promotion...Miller, the 27" overall pick in last year’s draft, played at Mitchell High School in Trinity, Florida, 19.6 miles
from Baycare Ballpark, home of the Clearwater Threshers, and was the 27" overall pick in the 2023 draft.
