UPCOMING GAMES AND PITCHING PROBABLES

Last Series: The Rumble Ponies dropped the six game series to the Chesapeake Baysox five games to one. 
Binghamton won the series opener 5-3, after putting up five runs over the first two innings. On Thursday 
and Friday, Binghamton trailed in the eighth inning before taking the lead. Thursday, it was a C Vincent 
Perozo three-run home run to take a 4-2 lead before the Baysox put up six runs in the ninth to win. On 
Friday it was a INF Nick Lucky RBI single to make it 4-3 Ponies, before Chesapeake won 5-4 in the ninth. 
LHP Jonathan Santucci struck out 10 batters in Sunday's which is a season high for all Binghamton 
arms, but Binghamton was shutout 2-0 and one hit. 

Lucky to have you: INF/OF Nick Lucky signed a minor league contract with the New York Mets on June 
16, 2026 and was assigned to Double-A Binghamton out of the Atlantic League. Last series against the 
Baysox, Lucky went 4-for-13, (.308 AVG) 3 RBI, BB, 2 SB, after a three hit night with three RBIs on Friday. 
In his first full series against Erie, Lucky went 6-for-14 (.429 AVG), RBI, 4 BB.  Lucky had a four-hit game on 
June 25 against Erie. With the Lancaster Stormers of the Atlantic League this year in 48 games, he slashed 
.339 AVG/.441 OBP,/.548 SLG. The Minnesota Twins originally signed Lucky on June 10, 2024, a full year 
after he played five seasons at Coastal Carolina. 

Forever young: INF Wyatt Young has 15 stolen bases on the year, which is second on the team. Young 
had his seven-game hit streak snapped on June 30. He ranks 3rd on the team with 49 hits. The 26-year 
old from Honolulu has played 70 games, which is second on the team and in his career he has played 
459 games with Double-A Binghamton. Jose Coronado holds the franchise record of 502 games from 
2007-2011. 

Power Surge: Binghamton this year has been live or die by the home run going 23-23 when they hit a 
homer and 6-29 when they don't. Binghamton has had a multi home run game in five of their last 15 
game. The Rumble Ponies hit 27 homers in May which was T-8th in the Eastern League after hitting 14 in 
April which was last in the league. 

Lo Knows: INF Nick Lorusso over his last 20 games he is slashing .316/.398/.645/1.043 with 14 R, 7 2B, 6 
HR, 20 RBI, 11 BB. On Wednesday, Lorusso raised his RBI total to 41 mashing his team leading 14th homer 
of the year. He hammered his team-leading 13th home run on June 25 and has homered four times in his 
last 11 games. He has five multi hit games over his last 15. Lorusso has 29 XBH which leads the team. The 
25-year held a 13-game on-base streak, until May 19 night which still leads all players for Binghamton. 

Vamos Ramos: OF Jose Ramos had his nine-game hit streak snapped on June 26, and had his six game hit 
game hit streak snapped on Sunday. The nine games tied a team lead with Lorusso for a season best. On 
Saturday he delivered his 55th hit of the year which ranks second on the team. On June 25 against Erie 
he tallied a 9th inning RBI single to help Binghamton send the game to extras and also tallied his fourth 
three-hit game on June 24. The 25-year old Ramos is now second on the team with 12 HR and leads the 
team with 42 RBIs. 

TALE of two seasons: The Rumble Ponies are one win away from reaching the 30 win mark. Last year, 
Binghamton reached 30 wins in 48 games by May 29 (30-18). Binghamton has not won a series since 
June 7 against Reading. The Ponies began the first half of the season 7-5. 

Austin Powers: RHP Channing Austin is expected to make his third Double-A start tonight against Hart-
ford. He will be followed by RHP Brendan Girton. Austin went 2.2 IP on Thursday with one ER and three 
strikeouts. In eight starts with High-A Brooklyn, Austin ranked among Minor League Baseball with a 
.150 BAA (2nd), 1.17 ERA (3rd), among the High-A level with a 1.17 ERA (2nd), .150 BAA (2nd), and 
1.10 WHIP (8th), and ranked among the South Atlantic League in ERA (2nd) & BAA (2nd).

-Collins spent the last eight seasons (2018-25) with the Houston Astros, as a bullpen catcher in 2018 and serving as the 
Astros' major league catching coach for the last seven seasons (2019-25), including the 2022 World Series championship.
-Collins worked in the San Diego Padres organization as a manager for the DSL Padres (2012), AZL Padres (2013, 2016-17), 
High-A Fort Wayne (2014), and Single-A Lake Elsinore (2015) for six seasons between 2012-17. 
-He also managed the Canberra Cavalry in the Australian Baseball League in 2012-14, right after his playing career ended. 
He led the Cavalry to the Claxton Shield as national champions for the first time.
-Collins debuted as a player in the minor leagues in 2001 at the age of 16 with the AZL Angels. He spent 10 seasons in the 
minor leagues with the Angels and Padres, and reached as high as Triple-A in 2009 and 2010. Collins also played in the 
ABL and was an All-Star catcher.
-Collins has coached for Team Australia in the World Baseball Classic in 2026, 2017, and 2013. He played for Team Australia 
in the WBC in 2009 and 2006. Born July 18, 1984 in Canberra, Australia. On May 3, 2024, he became a United States citizen.
