ON DECK (Upcoming games and Probables)

Today’s Game
The Fightin Phils remain on the road and continue a 12-game road trip, continueing a six-game series at the New Hampshire Fisher Cats, Double-A affiliate of 
the Toronto Blue Jays. It is the 16th-of-18 matchups between the teams this season and fourth-of-six games at Delta Dental Stadium in Manchester. The Fightin 
Phils took four-of-six games from New Hampshire fron May 13-18, then the teams split the series from June 10-15. Reading leads the season-series 9-6.

Game 103 Recap
The Fighitn Phils won their second-straight game with a 4-3, 12-inning, win over the Fisher Cats on Thursday night. Reading struck first with a run in the top 
of the second on a two-out single from Cade Fergus that scored Nick Dunn. In the fourth, Leandro Pineda hit his 19th double of the season, stole third and then 
scored on a wild pitch to make it 2-0. A two-run home run from Je’Von Ward in the bottom of the fourth tied the game up at two, but aside from that, Griff 
McGarry was sharp on the night. McGarry struck out a season-high 11 batters and issued no walks in the no-decision. New Hampshire jumped ahead with a 
run in the bottom of the sixth when Victor Arias tripled and scored on a single from Jackson Hornung. Down one in the top of the ninth, Reading tied it up 
when Aidan Miller walked and moved first to third on a wild pitch. Then, Felix Reyes singled to score Miller and tie the game at three. Neither team could plate 
a run in the 10th and 11th innings, then Carson DeMartini stole third base to start the 12th and scored on a sac fly from Reyes. Jaydenn Estanista picked up his 
second save with a 1-2-3 bottom of the 12th inning. Thursday marked the sixth win for Reading this season when trailing entering the ninth inning and also the 
sixth victory when being outhit in a game. The teams combined to go 5-34 with RISP and left a cumilative 23 men on base in the ballgame.

McGarry Brings the Strikeouts
Griff McGarry turned in perhaps his best start of the season on Thursday night, punching out a season-high 11 batters, and walking none. It was the first time 
McGarry struck out 10+ batters in a game sine July 21, 2023, at Altoona. It was the right-handed pitchers fifth-career double-digit strikeout game and the most 
he’s had in a game since punching out 11 on June 29, 2022, with Jersey Shore at Wilmington. Led by McGarry, Reading’s staff has 18 strikeouts on the night, 
their most in a game since also striking out 18 against Erie on Sept. 5, 2024.

The 40 Club
With his 40th stolen base on Wednesday, Aidan Miller became the first Fightin Phil to steal 40+ bases in a season since Quintin Berry (48) in 2009. The last to 
steal 50 in a season was Jose Leiva in 1987 and Miller has 33 games to do that if he remains with Reading for the rest of the season. Miller now ranks tied for 
first in the Eastern League with Hartford’s Cole Carrigg with 40 stolen bases, and he is tied for second in the Phillies organization in stolen bases.

Can’t Catch Carson
Carson DeMartini matched a season, and career-high, with three stolen bases on Wednesday and again on Thursday. Since July 29, DeMartini leads the Eastern 
League with 12 stolen bases, with second place over that stretch having six. Since his Double-A debut on June 10, DeMartini ranks second in the Eastern League 
with 23 stolen bases. DeMartini now leads all Phillies Minor Leaguers in stolen bases this season with 41. 

King Felix
Felix Reyes has been red-hot as of week and is currently riding a nine-game on-base streak (dating back to July 27) and is slashing .372/.404/.605 (1.009 OPS) 
over the streak. He has added 10 runs, four doubles, two home runs and eight RBI. Since the start of June, Reyes holds the following Eastern League ranks: 2nd 
AVG (.318), 1st SLG (.565), 1st OPS (.930), T-8th hits (48), T-4th XBH (21), T-6th total bases (87) and 8th runs (29).

Swiper “Yes” Swiping
The Fightin Phils turned in a season-high seven nine bases in Thursday’s game. It was the most bags Reading has swiped in a game since stealing nine on July 
23, 2024, also at New Hampshire. Reading has stolen 28 bases on the current road trip (since July 29), which is most in the Eastern League over that stretch. The 
R-Phils sit at 129 stolen bases on the season, which enters play today ranked as fourth most in the Eastern League. 

This Day in Baseballtown History
August 8, 1990: At Reading, the R-Phils beat London, 6-1, behind a complete game 5-hitter from Andy Ashby.  Ashby does not allow a walk and strikes out 4, 
beginning what would be a streak of 30 straight scoreless innings after surrendering a run in the top of the 1st. 

Playing the Cats
New Hampshire enters today with a 45-59 overall record and 16-19 mark in the second half, which sits tied for fourth in the Northeast Division. The Fisher 
Cats took five-of-six games at Chesapeake last week, winning five straight to finish the series. After this week, New Hampshire begins a two-week road trip at 
Binghamton, then Akron. New Hampshire’s roster features five of the Blue Jays’ top-30 prospects: Trey Yesavage (2), Victor Arias (10), Charles McAdoo (12), 
Jace Bohrofen (22) and Dasan Brown (29).

Cats Pitcher
Righty, and Blue Jays’ No. 2 prospect, Trey Yesavage makes the start tonight for New Hampshire. With New Hampshire, Yesavage has made seven starts and is 
1-1, with a 4.68 ERA (13 ER, 25.0 IP). He last pitched last Friday at Chesapeake, allowing one run on four hits over four innings, with a Double-A high nine 
strikeouts. He made his Double-A debut at Reading on June 12 and allowed a run on one hit over four innings, with four walks and four strikeouts. He began 
the year with Dunedin (A) and was promoted to Vancouver (A+) after seven starts and made four starts with the Canadians before joining New Hampshire. The 
22-year old was a first round pick by Toronto in the 2024 draft out of East Carolina, where he piched from 2022-24.
