Prospecting: The Nuts’ roster has four players on MLB Pipeline’s Top 30 rankings of Athletics prospects: No. 8 (Devin Taylor), No. 
16 (Steven Echavarria), No. 19 (Zane Taylor) and No. 24 (Nate Nankil). Baseball America’s recent re-ranking of A’s prospects 
puts Devin Taylor at No. 10, Echavarria at No. 16, Zane Taylor at No. 18 and Nathan Dettmer at No. 21.

Starting Spotlight: Canadian southpaw Ryan Magdic, the A’s 14th-round selection in 2024 from Missouri, makes his second start 
of the year and his first official start after joining the rotation. Magdic made one appearance in 2025 against the Captains (August 
29 - 3 2/3 scoreless innings, 4 hits, 1 walk, 4 K). He’s opposed by Lake County lefty Jackson Humphries, making his eighth start 
of the year and his 34th career start in the Midwest League. Humphries started vs. the Nuts four times last year, going 0-2 with a 
3.57 ERA, 17 2/3 IP, 11 H, 10 R, 7 ER, 11 BB, 15 K, a .175 avg. against, and a home run served up to Clark Elliott.

Representation in the Military Classic: Former Lugnuts lefty Jeremy Affeldt will be a member of Team Stripes in the 2026 Hall 
of Fame Military Classic tomorrow in Cooperstown, managed by Fergie Jenkins alongside Hall of Famers Rollie Fingers and Scott 
Rolen. The Spokane native went 0-3 with a 9.53 ERA in 17 innings as a 19-year-old for the Lugnuts in 1998. Fast-forward four 
years, and Affeldt embarked on a 14-year, 774-game MLB career spanning 926 innings with Kansas City, Colorado, Cincinnati and 
San Francisco (with whom he won three World Series titles.

No Place Like Home: 42 games into the season, 21 at home and 21 on the road, the Nuts have outscored the opposition by 21 
runs this year at Jackson Field (143-122), posting a slash line of .270/.382/.420... but are slashing .235/.345/.333 on the road with 
a run differential of -15 (102-117).

Atop the MWL: Lansing’s offense has struck out just 342 times this season, the lowest total in the Midwest League and the third 
lowest total in all of Minor League Baseball. Casey Yamauchi topped the circuit last year in K% (7.5%) and is repeating again this 
year (9.8%). The three lowest swinging strike percentage hitters in the MWL are all Lugnuts: Davis Diaz (3.7%), Justin Riemer 
(4.4%) and Yamauchi (4.6%). No player in the Midwest League has seen more pitches than Devin Taylor (829, 90 more than the 
next highest hitter, tied for 7th in all of MiLB), averaging 4.39 pitches per plate appearance.

Family Ties: Lansing outfielder Myles Naylor’s older brother, Bo, played for the Lake County Captains in 2019, batting .243/.313/.421 
in 107 games, with 18 doubles, 10 triples and 11 home runs as a 19-year-old. (Myles and Bo’s oldest brother, Josh, came up to the 
Majors through the Marlins’ and Padres’ systems.)

Green Power: On May 12, Rodney Green, Jr. launched a 490-foot home run into the second floor of the Outfield Lofts apartments, 
the longest tracked home run of the 2026 season, Major League or Minor League.

Bolting to the Show: The most recent Lugnut to make his MLB debut is 2024 Lugnuts outfielder Henry Bolte, who went 2-for-2 
for the A’s on May 13 to become the 203rd all-time Lugnut to reach the Major Leagues and the third this season (Daniel Susac, 
Eduardo Rivera).
