UPCOMING GAMES & PROBABLES

EXTRA EXTRA: The Marauders snapped their four-game losing streak on Thursday afternoon in exhilirating fashion, beating the Tigers 8-6 in 
eleven innings. Throughout the day, the Marauders notched nine hits and took advantage of six Lakeland errors, the most of any of their opponents 
in a singe game this season. After a four-run sixth pushed their lead to 6-1, Lakeland rallied five runs in the seventh and eighth to knot the game at 
6-6. Bradenton took the lead back in the top of the eleventh after an error and RBI single from Ethan Lege. Inmer Lobo earned the win, tossing 
two scoreless frames in the tenth and eleventh innings. The win marked the Marauders first in extra innings this year.

TONIGHT'S STARTER: Right hander Peyton Stumbo takes the ball as Bradenton looks to even the series for his fourth appearance and third start. 
Last Saturday at Fort Myers, Stumbo didn't make it out of the first inning after allowing five earned runs and recording just two outs. Throughout the 
inning, Fort Myers had plenty of batted-ball luck, including consecutive two-out RBI singles that left with exit velocities of 70.5 and 56.3 miles per hour. 
Stumbo's fastball sat between 91-92 mph.

ANOTHER FIRST:  After starting starting 11 games at shortstop and two as DH to begin the year, top prospect Konnor Griffin made his season 
debut in centerfield on Wednesday night. The start will mark his first *technical* pro-start in the outfield, but the 18-year-old did appear in eight 
big-league Spring Training games for Pittsburgh, all in center. Grffin always played outfield during his amateur career, and started playing 
shortstop in 9th grade. He is poised to cover plenty of ground in the outfield, as his quickest sprint speed this season registered at 30.8 feet per 
second, the fourth fastest in all of Single-A.

FORT MYERS RECAP: The Bradenton Marauders dropped four of their six games versus the Mighty Mussels last week in Fort Myers. They 
secured both of their victories on Thursday (6-3 W) and Friday night (6-1 W). Pitching led the way for Bradenton, as their staff posted a 3.78 ERA 
and limited Mussels hitters to a .208 batting average. On the opposite end, Bradenton bats hit .161 as a collective against Fort Myers arms who 
lead the FSL in ERA. Some of their key performers during the week included: Y. De Los Santos (6-for-10, 3 XBH), D. Berg (3-for-14, HR, RBI), K. 
Griffin (4-for-20, HR, 5 SB), J. Severino (HR, 3 RBI).

SCOUTING THE TIGERS:  After their series in Fort Myers, the Marauders will continue their road trip with the first of six in Lakeland on Tuesday. 
The Flying Tigers entered the series  at 7-8 having split their six-game series last week at Dunedin. They  rank in the middle of the pack offensivley 
(2nd in the FSL with 28 doubles and rank third with 28 stolen bases). They have struggled on the mound, posting a 5.52 ERA over their first 15 
contests. Opponents are hitting a league-high .265 against them. Their roster features seven ranked prospects in the Tigers system, including 
No. 4 ranked Bryce Rainer. The shortstop is also ranked No. 49 in all of baseball by MLB.com, marking him the second highest ranked prospect 
in Single-A only behind Konnor Griffin. 

CHANGING THE TIDE: These two teams were quite familiar with each other in 2024, meeting 24 times. The Marauders finished the sesaon 
series at 8-16 overall and just 3-9 at Publix Field, starting the season losing their first eight in Lakeland. This week, they seek their first series win 
at this ballpark since June of 2023 when they took four of five in a rain-shortened series. 

TEENAGE TITAN: MLB.com’s No. 42 prospect and 2024 first-round pick Konnor Griffin has registered elite-level exit velocities early on in his 
first pro season. Of his first 12 hits this year, four have left the bat at 104 mph, 111 mph, 114.2 mph and 104.6 mph respectively. The top mark is the 
highest recorded by a Single-A player this season and would place 29th in all of MLB. The only players to hit a ball harder at the big-league level this 
season include: Riley Greene, Pete Alonso, Oneil Cruz, Aaron Judge, Ketel Marte, Ryan Mountcastle, Vladamir Guerrero Jr., and Kyle Schwarber 
among others. Moreover, he has seven total batted balls over 103 mph this season and is second in the FSL league in stolen bases with 10.

ROUND OF A. PLAZ: Pirates No. 28 prospect (MLB Pipeline) Axiel Plaz is off to a hot start in 2025. Through the first three series of the season, 
he leads Bradenton in hits (17 - T-5th in FSL), hitting (.304) and with 11 RBI, nine of which came in a three-game stretch versus Palm Beach. He 
enters Wednesday with hits in 10 of his 14 games played, including six multi-hit contests.
