Deivy Cruz to the slab for the second time this series and the lefty will face fellow southpaw Pablo Aldonis.
This will be the second start of the season for Aldonis, throwing 3 innings a week ago today in his debut start at
Fayetteville where he struck out 5 with no walks, allowing 2 hits and 1 run. Aldonis made 3 starts for the Fred
Nats at the end of 2022, covering 13 innings during that time.

BASALLO ON FIRE: Samuel Basallo has on a roll during his first month of action in Single-A as the 18 year old is
tied for the Carolina League lead in RBIs with 16 as he has now driven in a run in five consecutive games after
bringing in a pair with a double on Friday.
