LOWERTOWN LAUNCH PAD: Entering play Friday, CHS Field ranks 2nd among all minor league ballparks in combined OPS this 

season (.911 between the Saints and their opponents). The 61 homers featured in St. Paul already are the 2nd-most at an MiLB 

venue this year, trailing only Truist Field in Charlotte (63). CHS Field ranks t-8th in runs scored (185). Over the previous five years 

(2021-25), the Saints' home ranked 3rd (.795) among IL ballparks in combined OPS, behind only Truist Field (CLT) & Werner Park 

(OMA) and 5th in the league in home runs (966), trailing Syracuse, Omaha, Durham, & Charlotte's parks.

IT'S GONNA BE MAY: The St. Paul Saints lineup is off to a prodigious start through their first full month of the season, and are on 

pace to set team records in runs scored (875 in 2023) and homers (206 in 2023) in a season not quite 1/5 through the campaign. 

Here is where this year's Saints stack up against past season's numbers at the end of April (note: 2021 Opening Day was May 4):

GABBY GONZO: After going deep four times in his last nine games, outfielder Gabby Gonzalez  now shares the Saints lead with 

seven home runs on the season. The 22-year-old ranks t-5th in the International League in round-trippers and is one of just eight 

hitters in the league entering play on Thursday with at least seven longballs. 

MiLB Leaders by Team, Home Runs to Lead off an Inning

LEADING OFF WITH A BANG: After adding two more inning-opening blasts to their ledger on Tuesday afternoon, the Saints 

remain tied for 2nd in the International League in homers to lead off an inning (see below). Kaelen Culpepper , Alex Jackson , and 

Emmanuel Rodriguez  have all touched off for two home runs to lead off an inning each this year, with Culpepper twice leading off 

with home runs to start the day offensively for St. Paul. Entering play on Friday, Culpepper is one of 13 hitters in MiLB with multiple 

"leadoff homers" (home runs in 1st inning by a leadoff man); nobody in the minors or MLB has more than two.

E-ROD WITH ANOTHER A-BOMB "OUTLIER": Outfielder and Twins No. 2 prospect Emmanuel Rodriguez  broke his own Saints 

record by crushing the hardest-hit ball in Saints history on Tuesday afternoon, an 118.3 mph line drive home run. It is the hardest hit 

ball in Triple-A this season, and second only to an Oneil Cruz 119.0 mph double on April 16 vs Washington in either MLB or Triple-

A this season. E-Rod has produced six of the top-30 hardest struck balls in Triple-A this season and 3 of the top-10.

LAST TIME OUT: The St. Paul Saints pitching staff quieted the International League's highest scoring offense and managed just 

enough with the bats themselves, collecting just two hits in a 3-1 win over the Iowa Cubs on Thursday night at CHS Field. Matt 

Bowman  threw up a pair of zeros as the St. Paul opener and handed off the reigns to bulk-reliever Mike Paredes , who went 5.0 

shutout frames, scattered two hits and struck out four in the middle stanzas. The Saints broke the scoreless deadlock in the third 

when catcher Noah Cardenas  snapped out of an 0-for-14 skid with his first home run, a two-out solo blast. The Saints would add to 

the lead with two runs on just one hit in the fifth. Orlando Arcia singled, Aaron Sabato  walked, Tanner Schobel  was plunked, and 

Cardenas pushed in a run with a free pass before Kaelen Culpepper  added a sac fly. Raul Brito  and Drew Smith  combined to 

allowed just an unearned run to finish. It marked the second win in franchise history in which St. Paul collected two hits or fewer.

TWINS OF TOMORROW: The Saints opened the season with nine of the Twins’ Top-30 ranked prospects according to MLB.com, 

marking the most players listed on MLB's Minnesota Top-30 list to open a campaign in the Saints’ history as a Triple-A franchise. 

Between Walker Jenkins , Kaelen Culpepper , Emmanuel Rodriguez , & Connor Prielipp , they touted four prospects on either the 

MLB.com or Baseball America Top-100 list, surpassing last year’s total of three when Rodriguez, Luke Keaschall, and Zebby 

Matthews all began the year with the Saints. The remaining ranked prospects included Gabriel Gonzalez  (7/10), Andrew Morris 

(13/13), Marco Raya  (18/21), and John Klein  (20/23). LHP Kendry Rojas  (10/8) also opened the year on the Saints’ injured list. 

RHP Ryan Gallagher  (19/22) also joined the Saints mid-season.

LAST APPEARANCE: Threw Friday in Indianapolis in an opener capacity...allowed a leadoff single to 
Mitch Jebb, a runner that would score two batters later after a stolen base and RBI single from 
Esmerlyn Valdez...followed up the first with a 1-2-3 second inning...threw 10 sliders (34%), 8 four-
seamers (28%), 5 cutters (17%), 2 sweepers, 2 changeups, 1 curveball, and 1 sinker...generated 
two swings-and-misses...
FOE, NOW FRIEND: A veteran of professsional baseball, Brebbia spent parts of the 2014-15 
seasons in Independent Baseball, and even faced the St. Paul Saints in six games, three of which 
came at Midway Stadium! While with the Sioux Falls Canaries, Brebbia went 1-1, 5.40 ERA (7 ER, 
11.2 IP) against the Saints across five appearances, including his first professional start on May 22 
at Midway, when he took the loss opposite Nick Barnese after allowing 8 runs (7 ER) across 3.2 
innings when Brebbia pitched through an illness. He also squared off against the Saints for one 
game as a Laredo Lemur in 2015, and in two games with the Gwinnett Stripers (ATL) in Georgia last 
season.
RISING FROM THE ASHES: Brebbia is one of 15 former Elon University Phoenix to have ever 
reached the major leagues, including four that all saw big league time in 2025, headlined by George 
Kirby, an All-Star selection for the Mariners in 2023 (also Ty Adcock with NYM, Cam Devanney with 
PIT).
