2021 At A Glance
That Was Last Night  - The first extra-inning contest of the 
season fell the way of the Omaha Storm Chasers on Thursday 
night by a score of 4-3 in 11 innings. Randy Dobnak threw four 
innnigs of shutout ball striking out five in his start, but a two-run 
seventh tied the game for Omaha. St. Paul went scoreless in the 
top of the 11th, allowing the Storm Chasers to walk it off in an 
RBI single from Kevin Merrell.

Today’s Game - Down 2-1 in the series to Omaha, St. Paul tries 
to avoid its first losing streak of the season. RHP Griffin Jax will 
make his debut for the Saints tonight. Jax will be seeing his first 
game action since the 2019 season, as the 2020 season was 
wiped out due to the pandemic. 

Krushed by K’s - Omaha’s pitching staff struck out 19 Saints on 
Thursday night, which was detrimental to a St. Paul offense that 
left the bases loaded three times in the game. That’s the most 
strikeouts for the Twins Triple-A affiliate dating back to the start 
of the 2018 season. 

Bullpen is Bringing it -  Through three games this season, 
the St. Paul bullpen has been a steady force for keeping the 
opposition in check. They have pitched a combined 14.1 innings, 
giving up six earned runs on 14 total hits. Hitters facing the 
Saints bullpen are batting .246.

A Jack from Jeffers - Ryan Jeffers set a few franchise firsts 
Tuesday for the Saints. He had St. Paul’s first hit, home run, 
and RBI in franchise history. His home run in Tuesday’s game 
accounted for the Saints’ only runs in the 8-2 loss. The catcher 
had three home runs all last season with Minnesota. 

A Clean Sheet, Sort Of - Despite giving up eight runs on four 
home runs and seven total extra-base hits on Tuesday, the 
Saints pitching staff did not issue a walk in the game. That’s the 
first time that the Twins’ Triple-A affiliate has not given up a walk 
since August 3rd, 2019 when Rochester did not walk a batter 
against Pawtucket. 

Roster Notes - The Minnesota Twins added OF Trevor Larnach 
to their Taxi Sqaud, and OF Jimmy Kerrigan was promoted to St. 
Paul from Double-A Wichita.

Twins Update - It was an extra-innnig defeat on the Triple-A 
and MLB fronts in the organization last night. The Twins also 
dropped 4-3 to the Texas Rangers last night. Willians Austudillo 
had a three-hit night for the Twins in the losing effort.
