May 27: Flying Squirrels 3, RubberDucks 0: Khal Stephen tossed
six scoreless innings in his start for the RubberDucks, but Richmond
scored three runs over the game’s final three innings to take game
two of the series.

Today’s starter: Josh Hartle gets the Thursday night start for the
RubberDucks. The left-hander is coming off a win against Harrisburg
on Saturday after working 5.1 innings allowing just one run while
striking out a season-high eight batters. He faced Richmond back on
May 10, allowing three runs (two earned) over 5.1 innings while
striking out five. Hartle enters Thursday ranking top 10 in the
Guardians organization in ERA (fifth), strikeouts (fourth), innings
pitched (third), average against (sixth) and WHIP (sixth).

Important series: The RubberDucks and Flying Squirrels are tied 1-1
in the final meeting of the first half between the first and second place
clubs in the Southwest Division. Since the two last met in Richmond,
Akron has picked up two games on the Flying Squirrels. Akron will
need to win the last four games of the series to avoid Richmond
holding the first half tie breaker. After the series concludes on Sunday,
there will be just three weeks left in the first half of the season.

Red hot Ducks: The Akron RubberDucks are playing better baseball
as of late. Akron has won nine of its last 14 games and 10 of its last
16. In the last 14 games, Akron has scored 57 runs on 97 hits with 33
of those hits going for extra bases. RubberDucks pitchers are working
to a 3.25 ERA with 116 strikeouts in those 14 games.

Tale of two locations: Akron is an impressive 17-6 record at 7 17
Credit Union Park in 2026. The RubberDucks are batting .233 with
110 runs scored, 32 doubles, six triples, 18 homers, 102 RBI and 30
stolen bases in Akron. On the mound at 7 17 Credit Union Park, the
RubberDucks staff is working to a 2.91 ERA with 215 strikeouts over
204.0 innings. In the Greg DiCenzo era, the RubberDucks are 78-40
at home. On the road this season, Akron is 9-15. The Ducks staff is
working to a 4.97 ERA and 218 strikeouts over 202.2 innings. At the
plate, Akron hitters are batting .208 with 112 runs scored, 31 doubles,
six triples, 16 home runs, 100 RBI and 27 stolen bases.

Walk this way: After leading the Eastern League and ranking fourth
in all of Double-A in walks in 2025, the RubberDucks batters are once
again showing impressive patience in 2026. Akron’s 238 walks rank
first in the Eastern League and second in Double-A this season. Nick
Mitchell, who leads the active RubberDucks roster, is third in the
Eastern League in walks with 32 free passes this season. Mitchell has
worked 11 walks in the last three series. Jake Fox, who is second on
Akron with 28 walks, has worked a walk in each of his last five games.

Late inning magic: The Akron RubberDucks offense has come alive
from the fifth inning on this season. Akron is scoring 77 runs in the
first four innings while scoring 145 runs from the fifth inning on. The
RubberDucks are outscoring opponents 32-21 in the fifth inning and
35-21 in the eighth inning this season.

Pitching power: The Akron RubberDucks are second in Double-A
and first in the Eastern League in ERA with a 3.94 ERA. The Ducks
staff have 433 strikeouts over 406.2 innings pitched. Akron pitchers
appear in the Eastern League top 10 in ERA, wins, strikeouts, starts,
games, saves, innings pitched and average against. Jack Jasiak
leads the Eastern League in wins with six this season. He would be
the first Akron reliever to rank among the EL wins leaders in a season
since Skylar Arias won the fifth most games in the league (7) in 2021.
Akron and Richmond are tied for the most shutouts in the Eastern
League and second most in Double-A this season with five.

Fox in the house: Jake Fox continues to pace the Akron offense in
year two. The RubberDucks outfielder and first baseman is batting
.299 with 17 runs scored, six doubles, a triple and 15 RBI in 32 games
played. He has eight multi-hit games including two three-hit games
this season. Fox has also swiped six bases this season.

Mooney is money: Alex Mooney is starting to heat up at the plate
over his last month. He picked up 18 hits in 20 games played in May.
He's scored 13 runs while picking up four extra base hits and swiping
five bases. He has raised his season average from .162 at the end of
April 10 .206 entering play on Thursday.

Learning Double-A: Jaison Chourio is starting to find his groove at
Double-A. After going hitless in his first two Double-A games and then
going on the IL for a week, Chourio is batting .429/.538/.429 with four
runs scored, nine hits and an RBI in his last six games. He hit .500
last week against Harrisburg.

#47 Development Coach Gustavo Nava enters his second season with the Guardians organization and first season with the RubberDucks. Prior to coming to
Akron, Nava served as the Development coach for Lynchburg in their 2025 Carolina League championship season.

Athletic Trainer Derrik Diaz enters his ninth season in the Guardians organization and third season with the RubberDucks. Diaz was the Eastern League
Athletic Trainer of the Year in 2024. Prior to coming to Akron, Diaz served as the head athletic trainer for the Dominican Republic Complex in 2023.
