
Francisco Alvarez Rehab Assignment: New York Mets catcher Francisco Alvarez 
will begin a rehab assignment with the Binghamton Rumble Ponies tonight. Al-
varez played in 16 games and hit .236 with a homer and eight runs batted in for 
the Mets, before being placed on the 10-day injured list on April 20. Alvarez has 
played parts of the last three seasons with the Mets and hit 25 homers with 63 
runs batted in across 123 games last season. He set the Mets franchise record 
for home runs by a rookie catcher and his 25 homers were the second-most by 
any catcher in the Majors. Alvarez hit 18 homers and hit .277 with a .921 OPS in 
67 games for Binghamton in 2022 and was named an Eastern League All-Star, 
before making his major league debut later that season on September 30. Alva-
rez was one of five players who began the 2022 season with Binghamton and 
made their major league debut with the Mets in the same season, along with 
Brett Baty, José Buttó, Nate Fisher, and Bryce Montes de Oca.

Just-in Do it: Right-hander Justin Jarvis is slated to start for Binghamton 
tonight. Jarvis is coming off his best outing in a Rumble Ponies uniform. He 
earned the win and struck out a season-high 10 batters over 5.1 scoreless 
frames in relief, while allowing just two hits and no walks last Thursday at 
Reading. He retired the first 14 batters that he faced to start his outing and 
allowed just two baserunners over 5.1 innings. Jarvis is 2-1 with a 3.14 ERA over 
four appearances with Double-A Binghamton this season. He was traded to the 
Mets by the Milwaukee Brewers for Mark Canha at the deadline last season.

Last time out: The Binghamton Rumble Ponies were blanked by the Harris-
burg Senators, 2-0, on Wednesday morning in a rain-shortened game that was 
delayed and eventually called with two outs in the top of the seventh. Nolan 
McLean tossed a career-high-tying five innings, while allowing two runs on 
six hits and two walks with four strikeouts. Cam Robinson retired the first five 
batters he faced before the game was called with him on the mound. Wyatt 
Young's third-inning single accounted for the Ponies' lone hit.

Parada PARTY: Mets top catching prospect Kevin Parada snapped his nine-
game hitting streak on Wednesday. Over his nine-game hitting streak, Parada is 
hitting .343 (12-for-35) with a .415 on-base percentage and a 1.043 OPS, along 
with two homers, eight runs batted in, and seven runs scored. Over his last 18 
games, the 22-year-old has four home runs, five doubles, 16 runs batted in, and 
holds an .814 OPS.
