•	 LET's get it started: The GreenJackets have secured back to back 

victories against first place Carolina, and now hand the ball off to Jeremy 
Reyes to keep the momentum going.

•	 TEEN TITANS: The top of Augusta's order has led the way this season, 
with four players age 19 or younger dominating the top of the order, and 
four of six starters in the rotation being under 20 years of age.

•	 RANK 'EM: Four players from MLB Pipeline's Top 30 Braves Prospects are 
currently on Augusta's roster, down from five on Opening Day. The highest 
regarded is #1 prospect LHP Cam Caminiti, along with OF Luis Guanipa 
(#13), C Nick Montgomery (#22), and RHP Ethan Bagwell (#24).

•	 New Blood: The first wave of players from the Braves' 2025 Draft class 
have arrived in Augusta, with Cody Miller and Dixon Williams headlining the 
position player-heavy group touching down for their pro debuts.

•	 so close, yet so far: The GreenJackets fought all the way to the 
final day of the first half, but ended one game short of the team's first 
playoff appearance since 2019. The Columbia Fireflies claimed the South in 
the first half, and would await Augusta if the Jackets win the 2nd.

•	 Stranded: Augusta has seen its team average with runners in scoring 
position drop over the last six weeks, down to .232 after rising over .255 at 
the beginning of June. The Jackets were 22-71 in those spots this week, and 
are 7-28 this series.

•	 STRONG START: The Jackets' starting pitchers have been rock solid as 
of late, especially at home. Augusta has allowed just four earned runs in 44 
innings pitched in their last 9 games at SRP Park, and have won 6 of 9.

•	 Next time out: Rising star Rayven Antonio takes the mound for 
Augusta, looking to continue his dominant 2025 that has been especial-
ly impressive at home. Ethan Dorchies tosses for Carolina, their second 
straight top-15 prospect to start a game on the mound.
