Tucker Flint led the offense by going 3-for-4
with a home run, double, and two RBIs, while Nick
Rodriguez homered and Caleb Bartolero drove in
the go-ahead run during a three-run sixth inning.
Chris Cortez earned the win in relief, Leonard Gar-
cia escaped a bases-loaded threat by cutting down
a runner at home, and Luke Murphy collected his
Minor League-leading 13th save when the game was
called with two outs in the ninth due to rain.

In
his first season with Rocket City, Kruzel reached the
milestone in his ninth year as a manager and now
owns 501 career victories across stops in the Reds,
Cardinals, and Angels organizations.

FLINT IN FEELIN' IT: Tucker Flint went 9-for-24
(.375) with two doubles, two homers, three RBls,
and two walks last week in Chattanooga. He's cur-
rentony a seven-game hitting streak, batting .407,
plus he has an extra-base hit in three-straight
games, and homered in two-straight.

BRING ON THE BISCUITS: This series marks the
second of three meetings (18 games) between the
Trash Pandas and Biscuits in 2026. Rocket City is
2-3 this season, and hold a 23-41 all-time record
against the Rays affiliate, including a 13-15 record
at Toyota Field. The Biscuits will make one sec-
ond-half trip to Madison, September 1-6.

DEFENSE WINS CHAMPIONSHIPS: The Trash Pan-
das have committed just two errors over the last
seven games, and lead all full season Minor League
clubs with a .990 fielding percentage - just seven
errors - over their last 22 games since May 20.

Over
his last eight starts, since April 29, Hurtado has a
1.57 ERA, tops in the league, and 5th in Minor League
Baseball.

Pandas' last 36 games, since May 3, the pitching
staff has a 3.44 ERA, which is the best in Double-A,
and 2nd among full season Minor League clubs.

WHAT ABOUT THE BULLPEN?: The bullpen had a
5.38 ERA over the first 26 games, with six blown
saves. Over those 36 games, they are 3rd in Minor
League Baseball with a 2.80 ERA, and the highest
strikeout rate in MiLB at 31.3%.

AMONG THE LEAGUE LEADERS: Raudi Rodriguez is
1st in runs (52), 3rd in walks (40), 4th in 0BP (.403),
4th in hits (60), T-4th in OPS (.870), 7th in batting
(.286), T-10th in stolen bases (20) ... Tucker Flint is

Last Time Out: Snead earned his first Double-A victory on Wednesday, allowing two runs on four hits over 5.2 innings in Rocket City's 7-2 win at
Chattanooga. The Angels' No. 19 prospect struck out five and worked around four walks, exiting after 80 pitches with the Lookouts threatening, before Jose
Gonzalez stranded both inherited runners.

vs. Montgomery: Made his Double-A debut against the Biscuits on May 28 at DABOS Park, allowing three runs on five hits over 3.2 innings, walking none,
and striking out none.

2026: Transferred to Rocket City from High-A Tri-City on May 26 ... Over 7 starts for Tri-City, was 3-3 with a 2.80 ERA (35.1 IP/11 ER), 6 walks, 39
strikeouts, and 0.99 WHIP ... Recorded three-straight quality starts in May, going 2-0 with a 0.50 ERA (18.0 IP/1 ER), no walks, and 17 strikeouts ... Entered
the 2026 season rated as the No. 14 prospect for the Angels according to Baseball America and MLB Pipeline.

FIRST DOUBLE-A WIN: Snead earned his first Double-A victory on June 10 at Chattanooga, allowing two runs on four hits over 5.2 innings in Rocket City's
7-2 win.

WEEKLY HONOR: Snead was named Northwest League Pitcher of the Week on May 12 after retiring all 18 batters he faced over six perfect innings against
Spokane on May 7, striking out six on just 58 pitches. The Angels' No. 19 prospect followed that outing after allowing just one run over five innings with seven
strikeouts against Everett on April 30, continuing a dominant stretch during his time with High-A Tri-City.
