Tonight's Game: The Sounds play the Jumbo Shrimp in game three of the six-game series tonight
at 121 Financial Ballpark. Nashville won a back-and-forth contest yesterday, 12-11, in 10 innings.
Right-hander Taylor Clarke comes off the injured list today and gets the start. He'll be opposed by
Evan Fitterer, who's making his Triple-A debut.

Taylor Clarke: The 31-year-old makes his 10th appearance and eighth start of the season tonight.
He is 1-0 with a 3.46 ERA (26.0 IP/10 ER) in his first season in the Brewers organization and with
the Sounds. Clarke last pitched on June 19 in game two of the series vs. Durham. He allowed five
hits and two runs (both earned) in Nashville's 9-4 win. One of those runs came on a Kameron
Mizner solo shot. Clarke has appeared as the starter in each of his last five outings. He's yet to
qualify for a decision as a starter - his lone win came with two scoreless innings of relief on May
24 vs. Charlotte. The right-hander from Virginia joined the Brewers after being traded for SS Cam
Devanney and RHP Ryan Brady from Kansas City. With the Royals, he made 105 appearances
across two seasons. A product of the College of Charleston, he was originally taken in the third
round of the 2015 First-Year Player Draft by the Diamondbacks.

Evan Fitterer: The 24-year-old is making his Triple-A debut on his birthday. He is 5-4 with a 4.02
ERA (65.0 IP/29 ER) across 12 starts with Double-A Pensacola in the Southern League. Fitterer
took the loss in his last outing on June 18 vs. Chattanooga, allowing four runs and two home runs
in 4.2 innings. He has pitched the most innings by any Blue Wahoos pitcher and also has the lowest
opponent batting average (.260) and is tied for the most wins. Some of Fitterer's highlights this
season include nine strikeouts across five one-run innings on June 12 at Birmingham and seven
scoreless innings in a win on May 3 at Mississippi. He was born in Mission Viejo, Calif. and attend-
ed Aliso Niguel High School in Aliso Viejo, Calif. The Marlins selected Fitterer in the fifth round of
the 2019 First-Year Player Draft.

Talk About a Win: Yesterday afternoon, Nashville picked up a crazy 12-11 win in extra innings.
The win moves Nashville to 6-4 in extra innings on the season. They also stayed perfect (8-0)
when scoring at least 10 runs in a game. Wes Clarke launched the i .

Garrett
Mitchell also went yard and extended his hitting streak to seven
games while on rehab assignment. Though he left the game during
an at-bat late, Mitchell returns to the leadoff spot tonight as the
designated hitter.

innings in yesterday's win, turning away six consecutive Jumbo Shrimp across the final two regula-
tion innings. The right-hander from Ohio has not allowed a run in eight of his last 10 appearances.
Heis 1-0 with a 2.03 ERA (13.1 IP/3 ER) and 0.98 WHIP across his last 10 appearances (since May
30).

Sound to Sun Devil: Jeremy Accardo has accepted the pitching coach position at Arizona State
University. Patrick McGuff will serve as the acting Nashville pitching coach. The eight-year Major
League veteran served as the pitching coach for the Sounds since the beginning of the 2022 season.
Accardo helped guide the pitching staff to a 4.48 ERA in 2023, the lowest mark at the Triple-A
level.

Getting the Call: Before yesterday's game, Eric Haase had his contract selected by the Brewers.
Haase is hitting .279 (41-for-147) with nine home runs and 31 RBI in 41 games with Nashville. The
Michigan native has spent parts of six seasons in the majors with Cleveland and Detroit.

The Sweet Life: Manager Rick Sweet is in his fourth consecutive season as the Sounds manager
(5th overall) and his 34th season as a manager in MiLB. Sweet is the winningest manager in Nash-
ville Sounds history, earning his 321st victory in the 2023 season finale vs. Jacksonville. This is his
11th season as manager of the Brewers' Triple-A affiliate and boasts a 722-621 record (Nashville in
2014, Colorado Springs from 2015-18, San Antonio in 2019 and Nashville 2021-). Overall, Sweet has
a career managerial record of 2,314-2,141 - that's the fifth most wins in MiLB history and second
among active managers (only Buddy Bailey with Single-A Myrtle Beach has more).
